1.  The Issue
Students need to identify a LOCAL geographical issue, feature or process to be investigated.

2.  A plan to research the issue

Students need to develop a plan of how they are going to collect information using primary and secondary sources.

The plan should also include –

· When and how information will be collected

· How research findings will be presented

· What solutions (actions) are proposed to manage the issue.

· To whom will I report my research findings and proposed actions (citizenship).

3. Action

This involves putting the PLAN into action by:

· Conducting primary research

· Conducting secondary research

· Collating research
