NOTE: Some goals are more task specific that have deadlines, e.g., complete A/D assessment in 30 days and some are more skill 
building and on-going, e.g., attend Academic Center at school after school for tutoring.

Be sure to write in a language that is simple, makes sense, and 
has meaning to the youth and family.
