CREATIVE PROJECT (15%)
For this project, you will design a creative project based on one of the play texts that we read this semester.  You will work in small groups of 2 to 4 members. For this project, each of you should fulfill one of the following roles: director, actor, set designer, sound designer, lighting designer, costume designer, makeup designer, producer, or writer. This project is your opportunity to be creative, develop, and execute a theatrical concept.

You might do any of the following: 
· Conceive of an original design for a production or scene
· Stage a scene or monologue using Stanislavski or commedia techniques
· Select a particular performance tradition that is covered in the text and prepare a short demonstration
· Build a 3-D set model 
· Write and perform a scene of your own
· Adapt the play in some other way
· Reconceive a play either cross- or multi-culturally
· Create and execute a directorial concept for a particular text. 
· Make a short film based upon one of the plays we’ve read
· Make a digital map related to a play we’ve read
· Surprise me with something not listed here. Be creative!

Each group must turn in a one-paragraph proposal with the names of the group members that explains your project as well as outlines what role each member will be fulfilling in the project.  In addition to the in-class presentation (10-15 minutes per group), each group member will be responsible for a two-page written essay about your personal creative process that specifically addresses the problems you encountered and any changes or adjustments you have made during the development your project. 
Due Dates:
One-Paragraph Proposal: Due Mon Apr 6
Presentations/Essay Due: Mon Apr 27 or Mon May 4
Project Components:
Written Proposal: In this proposal, you must:
· List the members of the group and what role each individual will be fulfilling
· State which play you will be working with
· State what the project will encompass (whether you will be performing a scene, 
              creating a design concept, etc.)
· Give an explanation for the concept behind your project (For example, “We are 
              analyzing how Spring’s Awakening could be adapted to incorporate the use of 
              puppetry.” Don’t forget to answer WHY this might be an appropriate concept for
              this particular play.)
Class Presentation: Each group will give a brief presentation (approx. 10-15 minutes) of their project to the class. In this presentation, you should:
· Give a short explanation to the class about your project 
(Tell us what your main concept is in 90 seconds or less)
· Present your finished product
Written Report: Each group member must submit to me their OWN 2-page essay about the creative project.  This essay should address:
· What your role was within the project
· What kinds of tasks that role entailed
· How your component of the project fit into the overall presentation
· Your thoughts on the process and the finished product

This is a creative project. I want you to get a chance to experience (and have fun during) the creative process that encompasses some aspects of making theatre happen.  Please feel free to discuss any aspects of the process with me over the course of your project’s development. I look forward to seeing what you come up with! Use your imagination freely.

Formatting Guidelines for Written Assignments:
Please make sure to adhere to the rules of standard written English. Your proposals/essays should be submitted in size 12 Times New Roman font, double-spaced with one-inch margins. Proposals should be 1 paragraph and essays should be no more than 2 pages. Please also include a Title for all assignments. All play titles should be written in italics. To ensure I know where your paper came from, in the top left-hand corner on the first page of your assignment should be the following information (single spaced):
