Studio Workflow

A properly designed television station or production facility will result in projects flowing through pre-production, production and post-production efficiently with no bottlenecks This will further result in higher output, less cost, less frustration and happier employees. 

In order to have proper workflow, TV Pro Gear engineers first do a “Needs Analysis”. We work with our clients to determine what types content is to be created and how much video content will be produced over a given timeframe. Once completed, we use this information to determine what equipment will be required and how much space will be required.

As part of this process we create a “Workflow Diagram” (Benny like to a workflow diagram)

Whether the studio is a “ground up build” or “remodel” we create a “space plan” (Benny like to a space plan layout). Special attention is paid to making sure the rooms are placed in a logical order so the projects will flow through the building without unnecessary footsteps or interruptions on adjacent activities. For example, you don’t want an audio mixing room sharing a wall with a stage. Another example is that you do want the chief engineers office and the repair shop close to the main machine room. A hundred small decisions like these lead to higher quality, faster production and lower employee frustration.
