SUBAK TABANAN MUSEUM
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Subak is an indigenous system on water management to irrigate paddy fields in Bali Island. Since hundred years ago, such a water irrigation system has been able to increase the quantity of paddy production in the island. Prolonged deliberation towards unanimity should be conducted by the local inhabitants to distribute the water for irrigating their paddy fields equally.

From philosophical perspective, Subak is a manifestation of locally indigenous concept named Tri Hita Karana that rules the relations between God, human, and nature. Likewise, within the Subak we can find harmonious social intercourse taking place amongst the Balinese, especially amongst the farmers. For that reason, when the Balinese farmers organize a Subak gathering, they do not solely discuss about agricultural matters, but also ritual and religious matters with hope that they would get abundant earnings from fields.

Subak Sanggulan Museum is the only museum in Bali, even in Indonesia, that provides complete information about agricultural system in Bali. There is a diorama representing about several stages to build such a water irrigation management. Likewise, the museum has several audio-visual documents about the process of farming paddy in the rice field based on the Balinese’s local wisdom, such as farmers’ deliberation towards unanimity in water distribution and some rites to be accomplished in order to get abundant harvests.

JATILUWIH RICE TERRACE
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Jatiluwih is a favorite tourist destination in Bali famous with the beautiful rie terrace unfolding from the foot of mountain until the coastal side. It is one of places to visit in Bali with the beautiful view as according to its name from Jati and Luwih, where Jati means really and Luwih meaning especial, good, and beautiful or the equivalent. The local paddies are planted in this place look typically of the high relative size plant if it is compared with other pre-eminent paddy planted by most farmers in Bali. Despitefully, Jatiluwih also famous with its organic agriculture system due to the location is located in the plateau of Watukaru Mountain which is suitable for the agriculture development. 

Jatiluwih is surrounded by cool atmosphere because it is located in the height of 700 meters above sea level. Besides its nature potency, Jatiluwih is also saving the cultural potency, especially history of the Petali Temple existence that is related to the power of Ida Dalem Waturenggong, King in Keraton Gelgel (1460 - 1552). The distance from Denpasar to Jatiluwih is about 48 km and it is situated in upstate of Tabanan town (28 km). The way to this place has been progressively improved so that motor vehicle can enter from east side through Pacung Village to Jatiluwih and also from the west side from Watukaru Temple pass to Jatiluwih. Many tourist visited Jatiluwih from local and foreign countries who want to enjoy the cold atmosphere and beautiful panorama of rice terrace. Jatiluwih as a nature tourist destination in Bali which has been recognized since the Dutch colonial build the Security Headquarter and until now the local residents conceives with the Dutch Tangs. Indonesian government has assigned the Jatiluwih to be a Tourist Destination Village because of this potency. 

Jatiluwih also keep the unique religious ceremony attraction which is famous know as Patirtaan in Petali Temple on Wednesday Kliwon Ugu (based on Balinese calendar). The local residents believe that Petali Temple is a worship center of The Hyang Widhi Wasa (the God) as agriculture power. Besides Petali Temple, there is also Pucak Rsi Temple which is located in this area.

STRAWBERRY STOP
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Located in Candikuning Village 35 km from city of Tabanan and about 40 km from Denpasar. This place offered the best strawberry product located in one of the famous tourism area in Bali which is Bedugul, served with beautiful mountain scenery.
The Stawberry Stop Restaurant is one of the restaurants in tourism area in the village of Candi Kuning precisely in Baturitri District, Tabanan regency. This restaurant is in accordance with its name as the products produced are from strawberry commodity. Strawberry Stop is the first pioneering on the development, cultivation and processing strawberries in Indonesia.
 
At first the owner of this restaurant, Nyoman Suta is an ordinary small trader whom start trying in 1986, where he used to sells only vegetables and began to cultivate strawberries. Vegetables and strawberries are sold to extent the results of its own farm to the traditional markets, hotels and restaurants located in around its business place. Along with the increase in buyers from hotels, restaurants, supermarkets, and others who require the owner to provide the product in larger quantities and continuous, the products are obtained by buying to other farmers, thus requiring a larger capital. To obtain credit in the form of bank and effort to maintain market confidence, the owner legally established a company that can be accounted for, thus forming a UD Setia Asih (Trade Company) on September 27, 1993 with Business license number (SIUP) 98/22.07/PK/B/IX/93. 
In 1995 the company established by Nyoman Suta began to flourish especially in strawberry cultivation until the company was over-production. The owner then had an idea to utilize the excess of production from the garden by making various processed products (especially in strawberry product) in a variety of packaging food and beverages and in order to ease the marketing, Nyoman Suta established a restaurant in front of the  strawberry garden and named it Strawberry Stop Restaurant.

BEDUGUL BOTANICAL GARDEN
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Bedugul Botanical Garden or Kebun Raya Eka Karya is a huge tropical garden located in Bedugul, plateau area in Bali. It is located in a cool atmosphere with rain forest and hill surrounds it. This botanical garden is opened on 1959 and owns 154.5 ha land located in Tabanan regency, northwest part of Bali. It is close to the beautiful lake which is called Beratan Lake and Ulun Danu Temple. It is surrounded by more than 1187 plant types and multifarious of floras. In this area, there is orchid garden with the collection of 320 orchid types from Bali, Java, Nusa Tenggara Timur, Sulawesi and also Papua. We can also see the rose garden with its collection of various rose from rust colored until green chromatic. 

Bedugul Botanical Garden or Kebun Raya Eka Karya is also filled with 524 birches which are still in its original forest. In this place we can see collections from America, South America, China, Japan, Australia, Africa and also Netherlands. Cyathea Garden is one of the specific gardens owning the various collections of Paku-pakuan (tropical vegetable) which can be eaten as vegetable by Balinese and some of them are used for decoration. The tree from this nail Cyatheas are often exploited as growth media of various orchid types. Cactus collections are consisted of 104 types. This cactus is from Africa, America, Germany, Switzerland and also Indonesia. The crop season at botanical garden is taken 94 types plants that are the collection from the exploitation for Balinese life ceremony, temple ceremony, devoting/offering and others purpose. It also owns the collection of drug crop with 84 types/species.
ALAS KEDATON MONKEY FOREST
Alas Kedaton or Holy Forest is a small forest measuring 12.00 ha where there can be seen hundreds of monkeys in their natural habitat. It's one of the place in Bali where monkeys exist, free and peaceful. There are hundreds of monkeys in this forest and high up on the big trees many bats are hanging and singing with their loud voices.

Located in Sangeh Village, the six-hectare forest is populated with giant nutmeg trees of up to 40 m in heights. Hordes of Balinese monkeys that inhabit both the trees and the temple Pura Bukit Sari which located in the heart of the forest, will greet you as you enter the forest, some of them even dare to get close to you. The monkeys have become well acquainted with human company, but beware, sometimes in their attempts to get food, they will snatch some object in order to trade for food. Be aware that the monkeys are easily attracted by shiny objects, such as cameras, jewelry, wristwatches or glasses - best to leave these things behind or keep them hidden
TANAH LOT
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Tanah Lot is only one of the popular recreational tourist attractions in Bali, which is a must visit for all who go to the island. A pleasing high energy coast in Bali, Indonesia, Tanah Lot is extravagantly blessed by nature. The beautiful geographical landscape adorned with soaring imperial cliffs makes the place no less than a paradise. The Tanah Lot houses a famous Hindu Temple built in the 13th century by a famous Hindu monk known as the Pura Tanah Lot. According to popular myths, in the 16th century, priest Niratha chose Tanah Lot for his meditations to avoid being harassed by local priests. Tanah Lot can best be described as a famous rock formation off the Indonesian coast of Bali. During high water, the rock takes on the appearance of a large boat at sea. 
Tanah Lot is often referred to as Tanah Let which means ancient land and also Tanah Lod, which means the land to the south. The temple Pura Tanah Lot happens to be one of the main temples in the worship of Balinese gods. The Pura Tanah Lot temple can only be accessed during high tide. The best time to visit Tanah Lot is during sunset when the golden red skies border the temple and waves hit the rocks.

SEKAR BUMI FLORIST
Sekar Bumi Florist is located at Kerta Village, Payangan, Gianyar Bali. At the altitude around 700 m above sea level, this garden center has been providing tropical plants, flower and decorative leaves to Bali for the hospitality industry of the Island. The village provides serenity and beauty of the rice field as well as different types of exotic Balinese / Indonesian plants. 
KINTAMANI
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Kintamani is located at Kintamani sub district, Bangli Regency. Kintamani is the most favorite tourist destinations in Bali with the active volcano of mount Batur and its beautiful lake. Mount Batur has erupted about 24 times since year 1800 and still active up to now. Lake Batur is the biggest lake in Bali and functioning as irrigation source to all farmers around it and it is also for all Bali society generally. There are many local restaurants for lunch overlooking to the lake in this area.
To differ from the most attractions in Bali the tourists would like to see, the Bali government develops agro tourism which introduces a tour to plantation areas. The coffee plantation in Blantih Village on the highland of Kintamani, Bangli, is designed as one tourist object promoting a theme ‘Agribusiness of Arabic Coffee’. The cool atmosphere adds to the comfort that is provoked from the green sight stretched out on the thousands-hectare plantation.
SUKAWATI ART MARKET
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Located at Gianyar, Sukawati has a traditional market on the main road and side streets. Known for its art market where you can get the "cheapest price" handicrafts. A wide range of souvenirs of Bali are available, both in finished and semi-finished state. A large variety of woven baskets can be found here along with Balinese ceremonial items made from colourful "Prada" - gold painted cloth. As well paintings, all types of handicrafts and fabrics can be had for a really good price.

It is a good place to explore the shopping experience in a natural way, get in touch with common people and see how the locals go about the art of negotiation. On the one hand, you may enjoy many kinds of art products all in one spot. It reflects the diversity of local art and crafts and the creativity of its people. You will get a new experience in the 'art of buying'. You must bargain the price even though the vendor offers you a "morningprice." Meaning especially low, to start off the trading day with a few sales already and make the day a successful one. It does not mean you have to accept it as it is, it's not a fixed price. If you are good at bargaining you will get the best price you can afford and the vendor keeps "smiling and thanking you". If they don't smile anymore, you know his cost is higher than your offer. Good at bargaining is a bit more than insisting on a price. You need to provide a logical reason why your offer is so low and still should be accepted.
