· Protagonist 


Write a brief article about the main character.

· Antagonist


Write a brief article about the antagonist.  Write in complete 
paragraphs.

1. Explain why this person/thing is the antagonist.

2. Create a headline that relates to the article.

3. Include a picture of your antagonist causing the problem.

· New Ending


Write a different ending to the book that changes the outcome of the 
story.

1. Create a headline that relates to the article.

FEATURES
· Advice Column


Pretend the main character wrote a short letter to a newspaper advice 
columnist seeking advice about the major problem your character 
faces in the story.  Create an assumed name for your character to use 
to sign his or her letter.  (This is a fake name)  Then write the 
response from the columnist that reflects how the problem was solved.

· Book Review


Write a review for the book you read.

· Advertisements, Crosswords, and More

puzzles, word searches, riddles, or obituaries if a character in the book 
dies.  Make sure everything relates to the story you read.
