· Versatile cover up
· Walking shoes or comfortable sandals
· Light rain jacket or umbrella
· Sweater or shawl for cool evenings
· Beachwalkers
· Tote bag
· Binoculars, especially if you will come across wildlife on your cruise
· Music player

· Power strip, as most cabins have a limited amount of outlets
· Alarm clock (if using your phone, turn off roaming to avoid charges while at sea)
· Duct tape (for broken luggage, a dropped hem, pretty much anything!)
