Choose 1 or 2 student papers.  Ask students to signify if the topic sentence is an opinion with thumbs up or thumbs to the side, meaning they need to revise the sentence.  Help students as a group to revise the sentences.
Modeling/Independent Practice:
Teacher models on the OREO graphic organizer on how to write their opinion using a student shared example. Then students go back and write on their organizer their opinion to the stem – I think the pigeon should/should not…and why…..

Mini Lesson:
