 Persuasive Research Essay Task
Purpose:  Your purpose in writing a persuasive research essay is to convince your readers to follow the course of action you suggest or to think differently about an issue.

Audience:  You need to think about who your audience will be.  What group of people will most strongly object to what you have to say?  As part of your essay, you’ll have to refute (argue against) their reasons.  The tone of your essay is important because it reveals your attitude toward both your topic and your audience.   Therefore, your tone should be formal and professional.
Task:  Your task will be to choose an amendment from the US Constitution to support or refute.  You should choose an amendment that appeals to your emotions.  (If you don’t care, why will the reader?)  In your essay, you should:

· State your opinion on an amendment that could be easily debated 
· Try to persuade the audience to think and perhaps act as the you suggest 

· Give 3 reasons to support your opinion and back these up with evidence/research 
· You must include at least two sources.  Cite this correctly.

What you will need in your Persuasive Research Essay:

· Introduction – should contain the following: 
· Attention grabber
· Statement of opinion (thesis statement)
· Body (each time you have a new reason, you should have a new paragraph)

· Reason to support your opinion with explanation and evidence

· Emotional appeal if appropriate

· Conclusion
· Restatement of opinion

· Call to action (if appropriate)

· Works Cited Page
