	Focus on the task 
	Consistently stays focused on the task and what needs to be done. Very self-directed.

	Focuses on the task and what needs to be done some of the time. Other group members must sometimes nag, prod, and remind to keep this person on-task.

	Collaboration 
	The workload is divided and shared equally by all team members. 
	The workload is divided and shared fairly by all team members, though workloads may vary from person to person.
