CONSTRUCTION PURCHASE ORDER CONDITIONS
1. Commencement and Completion: The Contractor must commence the execution of the Works on the Site by the Date for Commencement or any other date notified by the Principal to the Contractor in writing.  
2. Completion: The Contractor must complete the execution of the Works on the Site (or any part of the Site directed by the Principal), in accordance with the Contract and any directions by the Principal, by the Date for Completion.  
3. Payment: The Principal will pay the Contractor the Contract Price (as adjusted, if at all, under the Contract) when the Works have been completed by the Contractor to the Principal's satisfaction, and subject to the Contractor first providing an Invoice that shows the Purchase Order number, is calculated in accordance with the Contract and identifies the (if any) in respect of which the Contractor is claiming payment.  Within 10 business days of receiving the Contractor's Invoice, the Principal must issue a Payment Statement stating the amounts (if any) due and payable to the Contractor.  The Principal will pay the Contract Price to the Contractor within ten business days (or within five business days if the Works are in Queensland or New South Wales) of the issue of a Payment Statement to the Contractor.  

4. Entire Contract: An entire Contract exists between the Principal and the Contractor comprising the Purchase Order and the Special Conditions.  If the Contractor finds any discrepancy, error or ambiguity in or between the documents comprising the Contract the Contractor must inform the Principal and follow the instructions given by the Principal.

5. Design:  If the Contractor is required to undertake design as part of the Works, the Contractor must develop the design (comprising drawings, specifications, calculations and any engineering certificates required) and submit the design to the Principal for permission to use. The Contractor's design must comply with the Contract and be fit for its intended purpose. The Principal will give permission to use the design within 7 days of receipt if it is in accordance with the Contract and the Contractor is to construct the Works in accordance with that permitted design.  The Contractor must resubmit the design until given permission by the Principal to use and cannot commence construction until permission to use is given.  Permission to use by the Principal does not relieve the Contractor of responsibility to design in accordance with the Contract and the Contractor acknowledges that the Principal is relying on the Contractor's skill and judgement in undertaking design.

6. Risk: The Contractor bears the risk of any loss of or damage to the Works until it has completed the Works in accordance with the Contract and indemnifies the Principal against any loss or damage to the property of the Principal (including the Works and existing property in, about or adjacent to the Works) and against any liability, loss, claim or proceedings for personal injury or death or loss of or damage to property arising out of any act or omission of the Contractor. 
7. Insurance: Before commencing the execution of the Works, the Contractor must have in place: 

(a) workers compensation insurance for the maximum amount required by law; and

(b) any other insurances required under the Purchase Order, with insurers and on terms (including as to the amount insured) satisfactory to the Principal. 

8. Site Access: The Contractor only has access to the Site to the extent necessary to execute and complete the Works (and subject to the directions of the Principal) and must carefully co-ordinate its activities with those of the Principal and others engaged at or in the vicinity of the Site by the Principal.
9. Warranties: The Contractor warrants that:
(a) it will supply materials (which are new, free from defects and suitable for the purpose) and standards of workmanship which are in conformity with the Contract, the National Construction Code (formerly the Building Code of Australia) (unless otherwise notified in writing to the Contractor by the Principal), relevant Australian Standards (unless notified otherwise in writing to the Contractor by the Principal) and all lawful requirements of Commonwealth, State, Territory or other local legislation and subordinate regulations, ordinances, bylaws, orders and proclamations; and
(b) the Works (and any workmanship and materials used in the Works) will be free from all defects and fit for purpose.
10. Testing: The Contractor must allow the Principal to test, and must carry out at its cost any test required by the Principal in respect of, any aspect of the Works.  
11. Defective Works: If, before the Works have been completed, or within the period specified in the Request for Quotation/ Purchase Order Details, after the Works have been completed, the Principal discovers any aspect of the Works which is not in conformance with the Contract or otherwise defective, the Principal may direct the Contractor to rectify that defect and specify the time in which that must occur (in which case the Contractor must carry out such rectification at its cost) or that the Principal will accept the defect (in which case the amount determined by the Principal as representing the cost of correcting the defect will be a debt due and payable on demand by the Contractor to the Principal).

12. Statutory Requirements: The Contractor must comply with any law, and requirements of organisations having jurisdiction in connection with the Works, applicable to the Works (including any laws and requirements of the Principal in respect of work health and safety) and, to the extent they are not inconsistent with the Contract, all relevant Australian Standards.
13. Work Health and Safety Management: [NOTE TO PRINCIPAL: IF THE WORKS ARE PERFORMED OVERSEAS, DELETE AND REPLACE THIS CLAUSE 13 WITH CLAUSE 3 OF THE SPECIAL CONDITIONS.]
The Contractor must:

(a)
ensure that in carrying out the Works it complies:

(i)
with all laws and other requirements of the Contract in respect of work health and safety; and

(ii)
with its duty under the WHS Legislation to consult, cooperate and coordinate activities with all other persons who have a work health and safety duty in relation to the same matter;

(b)
notify the Principal:

(i)
in respect of notifiable incidents within the meaning of the WHS Legislation, immediately (and in any event within 12 hours of such notifiable incident occurring); and

(ii)
in respect of all other work health and safety matters arising out of or in connection with the Works, including the occurrence of any other incident or accident (not required to be reported in accordance with subparagraph (i)) in a monthly report to the Principal; 

(c)
for the purposes of paragraph (b), in respect of any notifiable incident:

(i)
immediately provide the Principal with a copy of the notice required to be provided to the relevant Commonwealth, State or Territory regulator;

(ii)
promptly provide the Principal with a copy of all witness statements and the investigation report relating to the notifiable incident;

(iii)
promptly provide the Principal with copies of any notice(s) or other documentation issued by the relevant Commonwealth, State or Territory regulator; and

(iv)
within 10 days of the date of notification to the relevant Commonwealth, State or Territory regulator, provide the Principal with a summary of the related investigations, actions to be taken and any impact on the Contract that may result from the notifiable incident;

(d)
if applicable, comply with all requirements of and maintain accreditation under the Work Health and Safety Accreditation Scheme in force pursuant to section 43 of the Building and Construction Industry (Improving Productivity) Act 2016 (Cth); 
(e)
provide written assurances and institute systems to obtain regular written assurances from its subcontractors and each other contractor or consultant  or other person engaged to do work by the Principal about its and their ongoing compliance with the WHS Legislation in a format specified by the Principal and provide  the written assurances to the Principal upon request; 

(f)
without limiting the Contractor's obligations under the Contract within 10 days of receipt provide to the Principal copies of:

(i)
all formal notices and written communications issued by a regulator or agent of the regulator under or in compliance with the applicable WHS Legislation to the Contractor or a subcontractor relating to work health and safety matters;

(ii)
all formal notices issued by a health and safety representative of the Contractor or a subcontractor  under or in compliance with the applicable WHS Legislation; and

(iii)
all formal notices, written communications and written undertakings given by the Contractor or a subcontractor to the regulator or agent of the regulator under or in compliance with the applicable WHS Legislation,

arising out of or in connection with the Works;

(g)
within 10 days of a request by the Principal or anyone else acting on behalf of the Commonwealth, provide all information or copies of documentation held by the Contractor or a subcontractor to the Principal or anyone else acting on behalf of the Principal to enable the Principal to comply with its obligations under the WHS Legislation; 

(h)
not use asbestos or asbestos containing material (ACM) in carrying out the Works; and not use, install or incorporate asbestos or ACM into the Works; and

(i)
ensure all subcontracts include provisions equivalent to the obligations of the Contractor in clause 13.

In accordance with Regulation 293 of the Work Health and Safety Regulation 2011 (Cth) and any corresponding WHS law (as defined in the WHS Legislation) including Regulation 5.1.14  of the Occupational Health and Safety Regulations 2007 (Vic), if the Contractor carries out relevant construction work, the Commonwealth engages and appoints (as relevant) the Contractor as the principal contractor for the construction project and the Contract and authorises the Contractor to have management or control of the workplace for the purpose of discharging the duties imposed on a principal contractor for the  construction project and the Contract, pursuant to the Work Health and Safety Act 2011 (Cth) and Work Health and Safety Regulations 2011 (Cth) and any corresponding WHS law.  The Contractor accepts the engagement and appointment (as relevant) as principal contractor and will fulfil the obligations of principal contractor for the construction project and the Contract, unless relieved of that engagement  or appointment (or appointment as relevant) by notice in writing given by the Commonwealth or the Principal.  

For the purposes of this Contract, WHS Legislation means the work health and safety legislation in the State and Territories of Australia (corresponding WHS laws) addressing work health and safety  and the  Work Health and Safety Act 2011 (Cth) and the Work Health and Safety Regulations 2011 (Cth).
[FOR PROJECTS CARRIED OUT IN AUSTRALIA WHERE THE RELEVANT JURISDICTION IS WA, THE FOLLOWING CLAUSE IS TO APPLY IN ADDITION TO THE CLAUSE ABOVE]

If the Works performed by the Contractor include any relevant construction work, the Contractor is the main contractor for the Contract in respect of relevant construction work performed in Western Australia under the Occupational Safety and Health Act 1984 (WA) and the Occupational Safety and Health Regulations 1996 (WA).

14. Industrial Relations: The Contractor assumes sole responsibility for and must manage all aspects of industrial relations.  The Principal may in its absolute discretion direct the Contractor to remove any employee or subcontractor from the Site and the Contractor must immediately comply with such direction.

15. Delay: If the Contractor has been delayed in completing the Works by the Date for Completion by an act or omission (including breach of contract) by the Principal, the Principal may extend the Date for Completion by a reasonable period  The Principal will not be liable for any costs, losses and damages suffered or incurred by the Contractor arising out of or in connection with delays to the performance of the Works, including any delays arising from a breach of Contract by the Principal.  
16. Suspension: The Principal may at any time direct the Contractor to suspend (or recommence) the execution of the Works.
17. Subcontracting: The Contractor cannot subcontract any part of the Works (or the execution of the Works) without the Principal's prior written approval.  If approval to subcontract is given, the Contractor remains fully responsible for the Works.

18. Variation: The Principal may, by written notice to the Contractor, direct the Contractor to change any aspect of the Works (including by increasing or reducing the scope of the Works).  If such a direction is given, the Principal will adjust the Contract Price by a reasonable amount agreed between the parties (or failing agreement, by the Principal acting reasonably).
19. Default: If the Contractor suffers any financial difficulty, is wound up or declared insolvent, fails to carry out an instruction or direction of the Principal within the time specified (or, if no time is specified, within a reasonable time), is not progressing the execution of the Works at a rate of progress satisfactory to the Principal or fails to comply with any of its obligations under the Contract, then the Principal may notify the Contractor in writing that the Contract is terminated.  In that case the Contractor will not have any right to further payment under the Contract and the Principal will be entitled to recover from the Contractor any costs, losses or damages suffered or incurred by it as a result of, arising out of or in connection with such termination. 
20. Termination for Convenience: The Principal may at any time, for its sole convenience, terminate the Contract by notifying the Contractor in writing. If the Principal issues such a notice, the Contractor must stop work in accordance with the notice, comply with any directions given by the Principal and mitigate all costs (including the cost of compliance with any directions by the Principal) and losses arising out of or in connection with the termination, including those arising from any affected subcontracts.  The Principal will only be liable for payments to the Contractor for Works carried out or completed in accordance with the Contract before the date of the termination notice and any reasonable costs incurred by the Contractor that are directly attributable to the termination (subject to the Contractor demonstrating these costs to the Principal's satisfaction on a fully open book, cost-transparent basis).  
21. Privacy: 

(a) The Contractor must:

(i) if it obtains Personal Information in the course of performing the Contract, use or disclose that Personal Information only for the purposes of the Contract subject to any applicable exceptions in the Privacy Act 1988 (Cth);

(ii) comply with its obligations under the Privacy Act 1988 (Cth); and

(iii) not do any act or engage in any practice which, if done or engaged in by the Commonwealth, would be a breach of the Australian Privacy Principles.

(b) The Contractor must notify the Principal as soon as reasonably practicable if:

(iv) it becomes aware of a breach or possible breach of any of the obligations contained, or referred to, in this clause 21, whether by the Contractor, subcontractor or any other person to whom the Personal Information has been disclosed for the purposes of the Contract; or

(v) in relation to Personal Information obtained in the course of performing the Contract:
A. it becomes aware that a disclosure of such Personal Information may be required by law; or
B. it is approached by the Federal Privacy Commissioner.

(c) The Contractor must ensure that its officers, employees and agents who deal with Personal Information for the purposes of the Contract are aware of, and comply with, this clause 21.

(d) The Contractor must ensure that any subcontract entered into for the purposes of fulfilling its obligations under the Contract, contains provisions to ensure that the subcontractor complies with paragraphs (a), (b)(i) and (d).  

(e) In this clause 21:

(vi) Australian Privacy Principle has the meaning given in the Privacy Act;

(vii) Personal Information has the meaning given in the Privacy Act; and
(viii) Privacy Act means the Privacy Act 1988 (Cth).
22. Commercial-In-Confidence Information
(a) The Contractor must not disclose any Principal Confidential Information to any third party without the prior written consent of the Principal. The Contractor will not be in breach of this clause in circumstances where it is required by law to disclose any Principal Confidential Information.
(b) In this clause 22, Principal Confidential Information means any information provided by the Principal to the Contractor or which comes into the possession of the Contractor in connection with the Works which the Principal has identified as confidential or the Contractor ought reasonably to know is confidential.

23. General Liability for Taxes 
(a) As between the Principal and the Contractor, the Contractor bears the risk of, and must pay, all Taxes (except to the extent of the GST under clause 24) incurred or imposed in connection with the Works, the Contract or the Site.

(b) The Contractor must indemnify the Principal against any loss, damage or liability arising out of or in connection with Taxes which Contractor is required to pay under this clause 23.

(c) In this clause 23, Tax or Taxes means any present or future tax, levy, impost, duty, rate, charge, fee, deduction or withholding of any nature, imposed or levied by any authority, together with any interest, penalty, charge, fee or other amount imposed or made on, or in respect of, any of the foregoing.
24. GST [NOTE TO PRINCIPAL: IF THE WORKS ARE PERFORMED OVERSEAS, DELETE THIS CLAUSE]
(a) Subject to paragraph (b), where any supply occurs under or in connection with the Contract or the Works for which GST is not otherwise provided, the party making the supply (Supplier) is entitled to increase the amount payable for the supply by the amount of any applicable GST.

(b) Where an amount is payable to the Supplier under or in connection with the Contract or the Works which is based on the actual or reasonable costs incurred by the Supplier, the amount payable for the supply is to be reduced by the amount of any input tax credits available to the Supplier (or a representative member on the Supplier's behalf) in respect of such costs before being increased for any applicable GST under paragraph (a).

(c) As a condition precedent to any amount on account of GST being due from the recipient to the Supplier in respect of a taxable supply, the Supplier is to provide a tax invoice to the recipient in respect of that supply. 

(d) If the amount paid to the Supplier in respect of the GST (whether because of an adjustment or otherwise):

(ix) is more than the GST on the supply, then the Supplier shall refund the excess to the recipient; or

(x) is less than the GST on the supply, then the recipient shall pay the deficiency to the Supplier.

(e) In this clause 24:

(xi) GST means the tax payable on Taxable Supplies under the GST Legislation;

(xii) GST Legislation means A New Tax System (Goods and Services Tax) Act 1999 (Cth) and any related Act imposing such tax or legislation that is enacted to validate, recapture or recoup such tax; and

(xiii) terms defined in GST Legislation have the meaning given to them in GST Legislation.

25. Building Code 2016 [NOTE TO PRINCIPAL: IF THE CONSTRUCTION PURCHASE ORDER DETAILS REQUIRE ATTACHMENT A OF THE SPECIAL CONDITIONS TO BE SUBMITTED, DELETE AND REPLACE THIS CLAUSE 25 WITH CLAUSE 4 IN THE SPECIAL CONDITIONS]

The Contractor is not entitled to give the Principal an Invoice under clause 3 of the Contract and the Principal is not obliged to make any payment under clause 3 of the Contract unless the Contractor has provided the Principal with:

(a) a supporting statement (as defined in section 13(9) of the Building and Construction Industry Security of Payment Act 1999 (NSW)) and prescribed by the Building and Construction Industry Security of Payment Regulation 2008 (NSW);

(b) a written statement for the purposes of, and which complies with, section 127 of the Industrial Relations Act 1996 (NSW), section 175B of the Workers Compensation Act 1987 (NSW) and Schedule 2 Part 6 of the Payroll Tax Act 2007 (NSW), which is in a form approved by the Principal and covers the period of the relevant payment claim; and
(c) copies of all relevant certificates of currency in respect of workers compensation insurance which the Contractor has in place in connection with the Works.

The Principal is entitled to withhold from any payment which would otherwise be due to the Contractor under the Contract the amount disclosed as unpaid under this clause 26.
