Overview
The tour starts and ends in Entebbe on the shores of Lake Victoria. Upon arrival, you will be picked from the Airport by your driver guide and driven right away to your hotel for briefing, dinner and overnight stay. We spend our next day at the Ngamba Island Chimpanzee Sanctuary before proceeding to Lake Mburo National Park.

The itinerary has been designed to provide enough relaxation for the Kids, and where possible, some of the accommodation facilities selected have special amenities for the Kids.

Some of our routes connecting to sites are long with a few smooth tarmac roads (some still under construction); they are sometimes bumpy and dusty taking you through a patchwork of Uganda’s scenic areas passing through engrossing village streets with isolated pockets of woodland, tropical forest, Papyrus swamps, fertile farmlands, and captivating hilly landscapes.

Although we do our best to adhere to the schedule below, this itinerary is subject to change for numerous reasons beyond our control including flight schedule changes, group interests, weather, road, lake or trail conditions. The right is reserved to substitute hotels, lodges or camps of similar category for those indicated and to make any changes in the itinerary where deemed necessary or caused by changes your interests. 

Destinations
This Particular Uganda wildlife adventure holiday takes you to some of the country’s finest and most diverse wildlife sites including Kidepo Valley National Park, Lake Mburo National Park, Murchison Falls National park, Ngamba Island Chimp Sanctuary, Entebbe Wildlife Education Centre, Queen Elizabeth, Kibale Forest National Park and many others.

A launch cruise at the Kazinga channel of Queen Elizabeth national park is an activity not worth missing; watching all the waterbirds, both resident and non-resident, with the Crocodiles, Hippos, Buffalos, Giant Forest Hogs, Elephants etc thronging the banks of the Channel. Equally, the expeditions through all the above sites give an insight of Uganda’s Kept secrets.
Accommodation
Accommodations on this trip have been selected according to the nature of this trip. They are in the midrange category and are clean, comfortable with ensuite rooms. There a few Budget Accommodations that have been considered especially where the mid range facilities are not readily available. At some lodges and hotels, you will be sleeping in Family Units. Discounts for the Kids in National Parks and in some Accommodation facilities have been taken into account. Some of the hotels and lodges serve both local and continental dishes, have well stocked bars and a few have recreation facilities to help you relax after long journeys and long hours in the field. Most of them are strategically located in areas where you will only be separated from the wild life by the wall; you will have an opportunity to hear buzzes of insects, birds and while you are outside your rooms, occasional visitors will mostly amaze you!

Note: Our Company does not recommend budget accommodation facilities especially with the case of Kids. Some facilities do not maintain the Hygiene to the expected standards, neither the meals are suitable for the kids. Where we have budget accommodations, we make sure that we monitor the services.
Other
The tour will likely cover a multitude of habitats from lush rainforest, wild savannahs, dry acacia forests, to wetlands some with papyrus Reed beds and others with open water. 

The scenery is varied and arguably some of the finest in all of Africa, and the mammal experience would be great enough with chances for about 50 species, including elephants, zebras, lions, and leopard, Hippo, Crocodile etc

Itinerary
Day 1
Arrival and transfer to your hotel for dinner and overnight stay.

Day 2 
Travel by boat to Ngamba Island chimpanzee sanctuary and enjoy close views of the orphaned chimpanzees in their adapted environment for the whole day.  
Established in 1998, Ngamba Island Chimpanzee Sanctuary provides a safe home for orphaned chimpanzees that have been rescued by the Uganda Wildlife Authority and other concerned authorities from poachers and/or traders, with no chance of survival back to the wild. Located 23 km offshore from Entebbe, the chimpanzees are housed on 40 ha island of rain forest with rich biodiversity and provides a variety of wild food for them. The chimps have personalized this natural habitat and are free to roam around.

The trip to the island offers a unique opportunity for close viewing of chimpanzees in their natural environment especially during the Pre-arranged supplementary feeding times. These harmless closest living relatives to man, are attracted within meters of the raised walkway specially designed for easy viewing and excellent photographic opportunities. To everyone’s astonishment, these creatures will not wary a glimpse of a distrustful fleeting looks at our sudden interruptive visit into their private world.
Travel back to Entebbe for overnight stay.

Day 3
Travel to Lake Mburo National Park, stopover at the Equator and continue for an afternoon game drive.

Day 4
Morning Boat Ride along the Lake Mburo and afternoon game drive in the park

Lake Mburo National Park is a combination of open water with an extensive marsh and wooded grassland comprising of flooded plains bordered with pockets of tropical lowland forests giving the park an oasis setting that greatly draws wildlife in big numbers. The fresh water body attracts big congregations of hippos, crocodiles and shoreline birds. On our observation deck of our boat, we shall, most likely have a good view of the rare African Finfoot, White-backed Night Heron, etc. The wooded grassland section of the park is endowed with large herds of elephants, buffalo and a large numbers of antelopes like zebra, eland, impala, waterbuck, bushbuck, and many others. This Park is the best place to find several rare northern Tanzania bird species like the Tabora Cisticola, and the red-faced barbet. The entire Lake Mburo Park is a place of breathtaking and magical beauty; a place where the vision of a deep red sunset silhouetting the thorny acacia scrub along the extensive marshy area, brings the perfect end to a day on safari.

Day 5
Transfer to Queen Elizabeth National Park while viewing wildlife on the way. This Road winds its way through expansive and beautiful tea plantations, banana plantation and tropical rainforest, ultimately ending in areas of expansive Savannah with Olive Baboons waiting for a meal on the Road side.

Day 6
Whole day game drive in the Park along the crater lake drive.
Queen Elizabeth National park is one of the most arrestingly beautiful destinations in the world! Rolling hills and valleys caress the savannah plains speckled with acacia woodland before soaring inland to explosion craters some with pure water lakes.

Day 7
Morning game drive to the pelican point and afternoon boat cruise along the famous Kazinga Channel.
The Kazinga channel launch cruise is the most luxurious in the whole of western Uganda; plying these waters with comfort, elegance and attentive service, affording superb wildlife viewing from your observation deck!

This 40km-long channel is a natural, narrow neck of water that connects Lakes George to Lake Edward. It provides the park's prime wildlife spectacle. Its shoreline attracts large numbers of water birds, mammals and reptiles year round.  Among the wildlife you are likely to encounter here are large congregations of Hippo, waterbuck, crocodiles, elephant, buffalo, giant forest hog etc. birds include African Skimmer, Striated Heron, African Spoonbill, African Crake, Water Thick-knee, Three-banded Plover, Marsh, Green, Wood, and Common Sandpipers, Gray-headed Gull, Plain Martin, Lesser Swamp Warbler, Collared Pratincole, Yellow-billed Ox-pecker etc.

Day 8
Morning game drive towards Ishasha sector of the Park (Chance to spot the tree climbing lions). Later in the afternoon, return to Kyambura Gorge

Day 9
Transfer to Kibale Forest National park. In the afternoon, take a walk along the Bigodi wetland, where we have a chance to see numerous primates like Blue Monkey, Black and white colobus monkey, red-tailed monkey and sometime the chimpanzees can be seen here etc.

Day 10
We shall have a forest walk in the forest today. Colourfull butterflies, Monkeys, Birds embrace the beauty of this tropical rain forest.

Day 11
Transfer to Murchison falls National Park. This is along journey that might take us the whole day.
Murchison Falls National Park is Uganda's largest national reserve containing massive portions of archetypal wilderness of African savannah traversed by the great River Nile. The park got its name from the overwhelming falls on the Nile, where the river explodes violently through a narrow gap of about 6.7m falling into a pool 43m below

Day 12
Game drive to the top of the falls, Afternoon relaxation at the Lodge, swimming, etc
On our game drive, we expect to meet big game like lions, elephant, leopard, buffalo, giraffe; antelopes like Kongoni, oribi, Uganda Kob, waterbuck, etc are also abundant.

Day 13
We have a launch cruise along the Nile River up to the bottom of the falls. Afternoon boat ride to the delta for the gigantic shoebill stork.
The exploration of the Nile on a boat along the calmer stretches of the river, up to the bottom of the falls, is by far the most thrilling expedition where beauty and tranquility of the water flow surpasses human imagination. On your observation deck, you will have stunning vistas of the white waters plunging down the river. There are also big congregations of Hippos, Nile crocodiles, Buffalo along the river. The riverbanks also attract an array of waterfowls like Senegal and water Thicknee, Squacco heron, common, wood, green, and marsh sandpipers, etc.

Day 14
Today we carry our picnic Lunch, cross the Nile for a whole day game drive in the park towards the delta. There are opportunities of viewing wildlife like Giraffe, Hartebeest, Lion, and Elephant etc.

Day 15
Transfer to Kidepo Valley National park. Nestled in the extreme northeastern corner of Uganda, bordering with Sudan and Kenya, Kidepo Valley National Park is Uganda’s wildest and most spectacular conservation area.

 Day 16
Whole day game drive in the park. The scenic beauty coupled with the unique diversity of wildlife of this park is compared to no other national reserve in East Africa.  The Park offers breathtaking Savannah landscapes, rugged mountain scenery horizons, all proving a strong wilderness atmosphere, extraordinary game viewing and bird watching

The park is famed for protecting remarkable wildlife that is not represented in any other Ugandan protected area. . Much of the flora and fauna in the park is typical of Kenya. Of the 77 mammal species recorded in the park, over 20 species are not known to occur in any other Ugandan park. Besides the big game like elephants, leopard, lion and buffalo; there other species that are unique to the region like kavirondo bush baby, bat-eared fox, striped hyena, aardwolf, caracal, black-backed jackal, cheetah, and African hunting dogs.

Day 17
Morning game drive in the park and afternoon visit to the Karamajong Communities.
The Karamojong, a group of people largely distinct geographically and culturally from the rest of Uganda. As we visit the Manyattas – the ancient homesteads of the Karamajong, we shall enjoy the unique Naleyo dance performed by the Karimajongs where women line up and men strike their breasts using fingers as they dance. Here in Karamoja, "human beings here are expressions of their landscape."

Day 18
Travel back to Kampala.

Day 19
Today we visit Jinja – at the source of the Nile for the whole day. Activities include Horseback riding, Boat ride and a visit to the source of the Nile and the Bujagali Falls.
The source of the Nile is a spot where John Hannington Speke the British explorer first discovered the source of the Nile River in 1858, the longest river in the world after the Mississippi. A tour to the Nile will take us through another life of adventure. There is a golf course unwinding along the banks and the river. The source of the Nile provides a

pretty focal point to the flow of water from Lake Victoria‘s only outlet.

Day 20
Nature Walk at Mabira Forest and afternoon transfer to Sezibwa falls.
Mabira Forest Reserve is the largest block of moist semi-deciduous forest remaining in the central region of Uganda. The reserve occupies gently undulating country, characterized by numerous flat-topped hills and wide, shallow valleys.

After lunch we will go to Ssezibwa falls. The falls are located along River Ssezibwa that starts from the wetlands between Lake Victoria and Lake Kyoga, west of the Victoria Nile and flows in a general northerly direction to empty into Lake Kyoga. Sezibwa falls is a Buganda Heritage site, with an out span of sharp edged rocks and a magnificent sound of soothing waters flowing down the steep ridged stones 7m high. The dark waters rise up to 90 feet during the rainy season, with fascinating sounds from the pouring waters, holding the secret not known to many, unique and rich traditions, acknowledged only by those who love culture and serene. It traditionally derived its name from the vernacular word "sezibibwa kkubo" literary meaning "no obstacle can stop me from moving o. We shall explore the cowry shrine, enjoy the harmony of bird songs above the trees, do rock climbing as we enjoy the captivating scenery of the site. We are likely to meet monkeys like black and white colobus, red-tailed and vervet.

Day 21
Whole day at Entebbe Wildlife Education Center UWEC (Entebbe Zoo) and Kampala Snake village. We may today decide to take an evening walk to Botanical Gardens. 
Opened as a zoo in 1952 by the Colonial Government in Uganda as a reception centre for wild animals that were found as casualties, UWEC housed a number of indigenous and non-indigenous species, including bears and tigers that were kept as an attraction during that time. In 1994, Uganda Wildlife Education Conservation Trust was founded and developed the zoo primarily for Conservation Education purposes. The center is located in Entebbe at the edge of Lake Victoria and provides a wide collection of wild animals in their rich and natural habitats. There is a wide range of exhibits of the wildlife with mimicked ecosystems in Uganda. The wildlife ranges from fauna like birds, reptiles, antelopes, carnivores, primates, to flora like trees, shrubs etc. There are several kids’ recreation facilities in the green natural compound, beach area, well developed walk ways that make the site very attractive for enjoyment, education, wildlife viewing and photography.

Situated on the northern shores of Lake Victoria (adjacent to UWEC), virtually on the Equator, Entebbe Botanical Gardens is a beautiful place with colourful butterflies, birds and primates in an area of 40.7ha.The gardens house a collection of species of plants of the tropical, sub-tropical and temperate zones, besides several shrubs and other plants which regenerated naturally over the years. The habitat has attracted a diverse array of birds – 206 species (both forest and shorebirds) and monkeys; Black and White Colobus and Vervet Monkeys.

Day 22
Depature
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
