Please note that applicants, investing less than R5 million, will have to follow an additional process by applying for a waiver, through the Department of Home Affairs before they can proceed to apply for the actual Business Visa. This should be done after the DTI has made a recommendation. 
The recommendation from the Department of Trade and Industry will be forwarded directly to the Department of Home Affairs. 
Applicants will receive a notification of the outcome. 
Applicants may then proceed to the VFS Office / South African Embassy or High Commission for the submission of their application. Kindly include a copy of the notification received from thedti in the application pack. 
The processing of an application takes 25 working days - the Department might exceed this period should operational requirements (for example a site visit needs to be conducted or additional information is required). 
The submission of incomplete applications and or fraudulent documentation will have bearing on the recommendation.
