Second Grade ELL Math Lesson

Madeline Hunter Lesson Plan

Class information 
A. Second and First Grade 
B. Math/Skip counting 
C. 40 minutes 

Objective-The students will determine the pattern of numbers given to them, and glue the numbers in order on the provided turkey tale. STATE GOAL 6: Demonstrate and apply a knowledge and sense of numbers, including numeration and operations (addition, subtraction, multiplication, division), patterns, ratios and proportions. (6.D.2: Describe the relationship between two sets of data using ratios and appropriate notations.) 

Materials- Glue, Markers, Scissors, 1, 2, 3 Thanksgiving book, Turkey templates, M&M’s, Example of the final product, Homework addition worksheet. 

Anticipatory Set- Handout a small handful of M&M’s to the children. Make sure they don’t eat them right away! Ask the children how many they have, and then tell them to color coordinate them. Say, “ I know you all know how to count, but I believe we all need to practice our skip counting! So today we are going to focus on doing 5’s. Lets all count together (5, 10, 15, 20. . . . ). Great job. 

Lesson Objective and Rationale- By the end of today you all will become experts at skip counting 5’s! This is important because in the future we use numbers everyday, and we recognize patterns everyday. For example a train schedule. What if the train Schedule said, “the train comes in every ten minutes”? You would have to know that pattern! 

Instructional Input- 

1. Begin lesson by passing out a small handful of Thanksgiving colored M&M’s to the children. (Anticipatory Set)
2. Next read the book “1, 2, 3 Thanksgiving. As you read through the book read the questions on the postet note on the back of the book. (Example question, “Wow look at that apple pie, how many of you have apple pie on thanksgiving?”). This is a counting book; it is a nice transition into skip counting already.
3. Next, pass out the turkey template.
4. Explain the instructions. (First color the template, then cut, and then paste the pieces in the appropriate spaces.)
5. Practice saying out loud 5, 10, 15, 20, 25. . .
6. Show the class what the final product should look like, and allow the children to work on their product.
Modeling- Show the class an example. 
Modeling- Say out loud the 5’s skip counting. 

Checking for Understanding- Collect the final products, and grade them. 

Guided Practice- Say the directions out loud, and walk around the classroom, available for questions. 

Independent Practice- As homework, students will complete the addition worksheet; that contains ten problems. 

Closure- Review skip counting, say the 5’s out loud, and write them on the dry erase board.
