	Topic: Ancient Egypt   Grade/Class: Ancient Civilizations            Date:9/11/17-9/22/17

	Content Objective(s): 
Reading: Analyze text with citations and quotations to support what the text says and use inferences to demonstrate understanding
 Learning Objective: Analyze how the development of the first civilizations have impacted the growth and settlement of societies 

	Activities:
Conversation: Pausing during reading to ask key detail/recall questions.  Clear up confusions students may have.
Vocabulary:  fertile, silt, irrigation, surplus, papyrus, artisans, hieroglyphics, pharaohs, dynasties, scarabs, sarcophagus, embalming, mummy, natron, amulet, shaduf
Writing:  Do you see any similarities between Ancient Egypt and our way of life today?  Explain your position and your thoughts in details.  Make sure to use examples from both time periods.

You are an archeologist on the verge of discovering important information about a tomb in Egypt.  Write a story, poem, or play about the events leading to your discovery and the exciting events which happened during the opening of the tomb and afterwards.  


	Materials (including supplementary and adapted): Early Civilizations, Ancient Civilizations, readings on alternative ideas of how the pyramids were developed, Examples and printouts of hieroglyphics, students notebook


	Higher Order Questions: 
Identify and describe two characteristics of government in ancient Egypt.

Explain four ways that ancient Egypt benefitted from the Nile River.

After looking at the writings of the Ancient Egyptians is there any similarities to a method we use to communicate today?  Use examples and details to support your answer.
After learning about Ancient Egypt do you see any connections from that society to society today?  Use examples from both societies to support your analysis.


	Teacher Activities: 

Building Background 

Links to Students’ Past Experience: Discuss explores and what an explorer is and exploration (why, who, where, what).
Teacher links to Prior Learning: Have students use a K-W-L chart track what they know.  Then have a class discussion about pervious information had.  Through discussion students who were not able to recall details from previous lessons will be begin to remember.

     1. Beginning:

     3. Intermediate: Students will be expected to provide written responses, but shorter and basic sentences.  Students should be able to explain their thought process, but with less detail.


     4. Early Advanced: Students at this level will be expected to provide written responses using information from the text and providing explanation of their thought process.  All answers provided need to be in complete sentence format.

Presents the problem and thinks aloud as go about solving it. In the process, show how a solution is arrived at by combining actions, images, and language. Then does the following:
· Repeat this process two more times, asking questions of the students along the way. 

· Each answer, right or wrong, receives a positive response, to encourage participation. 

· More students are asked to respond to the question each time it is repeated. 

· Correction is provided as needed but reinforced positively. 

· When understanding appears to be achieved, students join in solving a new problem. 

· Understanding is checked as they solve problems. If more instruction is needed, more modeling is provided. 

· If students then demonstrate knowledge, fade, or steps away, and allows students to work independently, offering support as needed.

(Ancient Civilizations book)
· Page 12-17 Complete activities within group
· Look at alternatives ideas to how the Pyramids were constructed.  Pick two that you agree with and write to explain why you believe your two methods are possibilities. Share with class and be ready to defend your ideas.
· Read and do activities located on pages 18-19 with partners

· Individual writing assignments: Do you see any similarities between Ancient Egypt and our way of life today?  Explain your position and your thoughts in details.  Make sure to use examples from both time periods

· Look at Hieroglyphics and text messaging (Class discussion about the similarities and differences seen between hieroglyphics and Text messaging)  
· Using Egyptian Hieroglyphics write your name (practice)

· Each student creates two sentences using Hieroglyphics and other students have to try and translate the sentences

· Students create their own Hieroglyphs (alphabet and 8 words)
· Then using own Hieroglyphs write 4 sentences
· Assign research projects (Travel Brochures and commercials) due October 3, 2017
Students are required to support answers from details (cite textual evidence) in the text in all written response answers.
	Notes regarding differentiation

Students are seated in small groups to aid in peer assistance.  
Each reading is accompanied with a break down from teacher and a pause in middle for students to ask for clarification.

Modified assignments when needed either shortened, or extended time.
Students who need additional help will be able to come in during office hours or after school.  All students have the opportunity to discuss any and all graded work with me and in order to improve his/her grade they may redo the parts of the assignment that missed.
