1. It is the intent of KUMC to permit competitive bidding. It is the bidder’s responsibility to advise KUMC Purchasing, in writing no later than three (3) days prior to the closing date, if any specification or requirement limits bidding to a single source.

2. Unless otherwise specified, KUMC reserves the right to accept or reject all or any part of a quotation, and to waive technicalities.

3. Except as otherwise indicated, the merchandise quoted shall be in new condition.

4. KUMC reserves the right to award purchases by item, by group, or by lot, whichever is deemed to be in its best interest.

5. In the event of a tie for low bid, the award shall be made to a Kansas bidder.

6. Unit price shall prevail in the event of extension errors.

7. When brand names or trade names and model numbers are used in the bid request, it is for quality, style and features. Bids on equivalent items of substantially the same quality, style and features are invited, unless otherwise indicated. However, to receive consideration, such equivalent bids must be accompanied by sufficient literature and/or specifications to clearly identify the items and allow for functional evaluation. If a bid indicates that an item quoted is functionally equivalent and is purchased and found to not be comparable, KUMC reserves the right to return the item at the bidder’s expense, and the bidder will be charged back for any difference in cost for the specified item.

8. If any portion of this bid is provided by a vendor other than the bidder, the bidder remains the prime contractor responsible for fulfilling all requirements of this bid.

9. Samples of items, when required, shall be furnished at no expense to KUMC, and, if not destroyed in the evaluation process, will be returned at the bidder’s expense if requested.

10. Partial payments can only be made with the prior approval of the Project Coordinator.
11. Any conviction for a criminal or civil offense that indicates a lack of business integrity or honesty must be disclosed. Statement of Work
On-Call Building Controls Systems

The University of Kansas Medical Center (KUMC), Facilities department is currently seeking an on-call building control vendor. 
PROCESS
As required, Facilities will determine that a project needs building controls system. The project may be a new building, a major/minor renovation, or a building controls replacement.
On these occasions, the firm will be notified that services are needed. Facilities will provide all available project information, a desired scope for the building controls systems and supplemental information as available and requested by the firm. From the information provided the firm will provide a proposal for the requested scope of work. Once the proposal is accepted, the firm will perform all work required to provide the requested services and will provide the University with a complete operating building controls system. 
SCOPE OF WORK
The objective of building controls systems is to provide hardware and software that enable the HVAC equipment to meet the performance requirements of the building owner, occupants, and operators. Building controls system vendors may offer one or more of these additional systems:
1. Energy management
2. Security
3. Fire protection
The building controls firm may be involved in one or more of the following project phases/tasks:
1. Design
a. Basis of design
2. Construction documents
a. Design review
3. Construction
a. Submittal drawings for review prior to construction
b. Construction meetings
c. System testing/verification checklists
d. As-built drawings in electronic format
e. System graphics
4. Training
a. Training plan/video for University Personnel 
b. Systems manual
5. Warranty
a. Minimum two-year warranty on all hardware and software
b. Seasonal testing
6. Ongoing
a. System upgrades
The following expectations are typical in all KUMC projects:
1. Utilize existing campus IT infrastructure for building controls systems. Primarily BACnet communication protocol, but should also support LonWorks and SNMP. Shall operate on Java2-compliant server platforms such as Windows and also support BACnet MS/TP for working with legacy systems.
2. Provide a Web-based interface for monitoring and reporting of systems. Support XML/SOAP, HTML/HTTP, and WML/WAP protocols.
3. Supply and utilize University preferred equipment, such as Danfoss VFDs or specified control valves and actuators.

4. Interface with campus utility management system, to be determined.
Other tasks may be included as necessary in any project phase. In general, the building controls firm may be involved beginning in the design phase and extending through construction into the warranty phase of the project, and beyond. The primary role of the building controls firm during the overall design phase is to confirm the building controls strategies and review the design to ensure it meets the Engineer's and Owner's objectives. During construction, the building controls firm coordinates the installation of building controls devices and software to ensure that the systems are functioning in accordance with the contract documents. The building controls firm shall also work closely with a third-party test and balance (TAB) firm, and/or the building commissioning firm. The building controls firm is not responsible for design or general construction scheduling, cost estimating, or construction management, but may assist with problem solving or resolving non-conformance issues or deficiencies.
Building controls system must be developed under the appropriate supervision of a professional engineer licensed to practice in the State of Kansas and must comply with all applicable laws, regulations, codes, and standards.
KUMC will be requesting proposals for building controls system to include all labor, equipment and materials necessary to provide the systems at various times. The pre-approved firm(s) will be given the opportunity to provide job specific proposals.
The Firm shall be responsible for the safety of not only their own workers, but also the general public, University employees and others as well. Provide and maintain warning signs, lights, barricades, guard rails and other devices as required and appropriately located to give understandable warning of danger in the area of work.
The Firm shall be responsible for and shall pay for all damage to buildings and any other property which is caused by their activity. Any such damage shall be corrected by repair or replacement as directed by the University.
