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Unrestricted Grant Agreement

This agreement is entered into as of DATE by and between

Grantor and Grantee may hereinafter also be referred to individually as “Party” and collectively as the “Parties”.

WHEREAS

1. SHORT DESCRIPTION OF GRANTOR.

1. SHORT DESCRIPTION OF GRANTEE.

1. GRANTEE wishes to grant to GRANTOR grant rights in respect to the CME activity (“Grant Activity”) as described in this contract.

1. GRANTOR has agreed to become a sponsor of the Grant Activity under the terms set out in this agreement.

GRANTEE and GRANTOR agree as follows:
1. Grant Activity
Grantor will provide support (FINANCIAL and/or IN KIND) to the Grantee for the following activity (Grant Activity): ACTIVITY NAME, DATE, VENUE. The Grant Activity is for scientific and / or educational purpose only and shall not promote the Grantor products.  Description of the Grant Activity is presented in Exhibit A, attached hereto. All participants in the Grant Activity are medical professionals and experts in respiratory medicine.
2. Support
The financial support provided by the Grantor will be of €SUM (VAT or any other tax, if applicable, not included). The invoice for the total amount will be sent for payment upon signature of the contract and will be payable at XX days of the invoice date. (N.B.: in case of equipment support, the following can be added: The Grantor will also provide the equipment to be used during the course as presented in Exhibit B). This offer is not exclusive to the Grantor.
The financial support does not commit the Grantee, its employees, the Grant Activity’s organising committee members, faculty members or participants to accept or prefer services or products from the Grantor. 
The Grantor does not expect any preference for its products (Principle of Separation).
3. Use of the support
The Grantee will use the totality of the support provided toward the realisation of the Grant Activity, according to the conditions mentioned in section 5.
The Grantee undertakes to use the support provided solely and exclusively for the scientific and educational program parts of the Grant Activity and not for the individual support of single participants and/or employees of the GRANTOR and/or GRANTEE, for entertainment, leisure, or social events or for accompanying persons (i.e. family members) etc. 
The support provided may be used for the following purpose:
1. organisational cost (i.e. administrational services, mailing cost, telecommunication cost)
2. print cost for flyers, announcement of the Grant Activity and other material for the Grant Activity
3. faculty travel and accommodation expenses

The Grantee shall make all expenses according to economic and efficient principles. Expenses shall not exceed socially acceptable limitations.
4. Sponsorship acknowledgement
As far as possible the Grantee announces the Grantor’s role as a financial contributor in a visible and suitable way to anyone concerned. In this respect, the Grantor submits a graphical element of the corporate symbol of GRANTOR to the Grantee and grants GRANTEE a non-exclusive right to use this symbol during the term of this Agreement.
In case CME accreditation is sought for the activity, the Grantee will comply with all guidelines pertinent to sponsor’s acknowledgement as well as names and logos’ placing in the scientific/educational programme and scientific/educational material, as established by the Accrediting Boards and applicable at the time of the accreditation request.

5. Disclosure of relation (or: Confidentiality)
NB: two options, either disclosure of relation or confidentiality are possible:
The partners can disclose publicly the support provided, including the partners’ identity, the equipment provided, the amount of the Grant and its purpose. If the activity is accredited, the Grantor will comply with all guidelines pertinent to the use of the Accrediting Boards’ names and logos applicable at the time of the communication. 
OR
The Parties undertake to keep confidential the content of this Agreement. Neither Party shall be entitled to disclose any contractual detail to any third party, unless it has obtained the written agreement of the other Party, it is obliged to do so under any applicable law or code of the cooperation between the pharmaceutical industry and healthcare professionals. The confidentiality obligation shall survive the termination of this Agreement.
6. Compliance and objectivity
Parties will comply with all relevant laws, rules and regulations, including but not limited to drug law, ethical law applicable in the host country of the event, promotional and competition law and data protection laws.  In particular, they will ensure that all legal provisions and the self-regulatory codes on marketing practices (IFPMA, EFPIA, etc.) are respected.
The Grantee shall ensure that the content of the Programme complies with and is presented in accordance with best scientific and educational practices.
The Grantee certifies that the Grant Activity is independent and free of commercial bias. The Grantor will have neither control nor involvement in the content of the Grant Activity, choice of topic, organising committee members, speakers or participants.
In case CME accreditation is sought and obtained for the Grant Activity, the Grantee will comply with all relevant guidelines, rules and regulations set by the Accrediting Bodies. 
7. Period of contract
The period of contract will last until the end of the Grant Activity on DATE.
8. Reporting
The Parties agree that the Grantor will report to the responsible authorities and/or disclose the mandatory details in accordance with mandatory legal requirements or any applicable industry regulations on the cooperation of the pharmaceutical/equipment industry with medical professionals.
9. Governing law and regulation
This agreement shall be governed and construed under the laws of COUNTRY.  Parties agrees that any dispute arising out or in relation to this agreement, including any question regarding its existence, validity or termination, which cannot be settled amicably between them shall be finally settled under the laws of COUNTRY and conducted in LANGUAGE.
10. Cancelation of contract
The Grantor may withdraw from the present contract with the Grantee by giving unilateral written notice to that effect, and the disclosure of the relation will be withdrawn immediately from the programme and scientific/educational material. The cancellation fee is XX% of the agreed sponsorship sum.
11. Force majeure
If the Grantee is forced to desist from publishing or producing educational material or courses due to unforeseen political and economic events, acts of God, national emergency or general “Force Majeure”, the Grantee cannot be held liable for any compensation.
12. Final clause
Any invalidity of one or several articles of the present Agreement shall not render invalid the remaining articles.
