Faculty Travel Grant Program
Synopsis of Program:

Travel funds are a reinvestment by the Office for Research (OR) of indirect costs recovered by funded external grant awards.  The Kasiska Division of Health Sciences (KDHS) manages these funds. For the purposes of the Faculty Travel Grant Program, the funds are available to develop faculty research, scholarly and/or creative activities.  These grants allow tenure and tenure track faculty, as well as research and clinical faculty, to develop collaborative opportunities, present original research at national and international conferences, conduct data-gathering trips, sabbatical support and other activities that develop the faculty member’s research, scholarly, and creative program.  These activities must clearly be research/scholarly related. This may include collaborating with prestigious laboratories and visiting limited-circulation archival reference materials. The program is designed to allow ISU faculty to develop personal interactions with leaders in their discipline and better position themselves to compete for external funding. 
Deadline Dates:
There are no deadlines, however applicants must submit and receive approval prior to travel.   
Award Information:  
Awards will be up to a maximum of $1000 for both domestic and international travel or at the discretion of the Vice President for Health Sciences, although in no case will the award exceed the cost of travel and other allowable expenses incurred in connection with the travel.  As funding is limited, preference will be given to faculty who have not previously received an award through this program, faculty who are attempting or have secured additional travel funding through their department/college, and/or to requests which will result in the submission of a proposal for external funding that recovers full Facilities & Administrative (F&A) Costs.  Further, submission of an application to this competition does not guarantee funding, and funding levels will be at the discretion of the KDHS.
Should an external agency sponsor provide support to the traveler, this amount must be disclosed and will be applied to the balance of the trip before the expenditure of ISU funds.  Applicants may only hold one active travel award at a time.  An active travel award is defined as the date of travel grant award through the submission of required final report.   Faculty may not submit other applications to this program while holding an active travel award.  $25,000 is available each fiscal year for this program.   
The KDHS will review all applications, determine the funding level, if any, and announce the awards. The applicant, their chair/director, will receive notification of the award by e-mail. This e-mail will also contain any necessary instructions related to the award.   

NOTE:   ISU travel guidelines are in full effect and must be followed.
Reporting Requirements:
Within 45 days upon completing the travel, the faculty member shall submit a brief report, via e-mail, to the KDHS via email to Dr. Rex Force at forcrex@isu.edu with a cc to colejacl@isu.edu and the faculty member’s chair/director.  The required elements must include: the contacts made at the meeting, new insights gained that will lead to new scholarly activities, contacts made with leaders in the discipline, interactions which could lead to leadership positions in appropriate professional societies, etc.  The report should also address how the travel will further the faculty members research program and anticipated date of proposal submission for the next externally funded project.  The awardee should also share information gained, as appropriate with other faculty members having similar interests who may benefit from this activity. You may be asked to present at a KDHS First Friday event.

Those faculty not submitting a report within 45 days of returning from the travel will be ineligible for release of funds from any future initiatives until this requirement has been met.
Evaluation Criteria: 
Applications submitted after travel will not be accepted. 

In evaluating conference presentation proposals, consideration will be given to:

· Whether or not the conference has a national or international, rather than regional, audience. 

· The applicants explanation of how this travel would further their research, scholarly, and/or creative program. 

· If the PI has been invited to present, you must include the letter of correspondence or acceptance.

· Interprofessional component

In evaluating data gathering trip proposals, consideration will be given to:

· The applicants explanation of how this travel would further their research, scholarly, and/or creative program. 

· How will the data being gathered be used to enhance a proposal for external funding.

· Interprofessional component

In evaluating collaborative opportunity proposals, consideration will be given to:

· The applicants explanation of how important the collaboration is to the research, scholarly, and/or creative program of the faculty member and whether or not it could be accomplished without the travel.
· What is the likelihood a proposal for external funding will be generated within the next calendar year.

Application Instructions:
Submit the required items (as applicable and described below) to the KDHS Office at Stop 8055 or in person at the Graveley Hall room 123.  You can also email your completed and signed Faculty Travel Grant application to colejacl@isu.edu.  It is suggested that you confirm with the office that your proposal was received.
Each proposal must include the following:

· Faculty Travel Grant Information Sheet, with required signatures.
· The appropriate appendix: Conference Presentation (Appendix A) or Data Gathering – Collaborative Opportunity (Appendix B).  Both of the appendix items are included below.  
· If applicable, a limit of no more than three (3) additional pages of supporting documents (i.e. letters of invitations, letters of acceptance, etc.) may be attached to your proposal.
