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Was the employee provided any of the following treatments:
- Issuance of prescription medication
- Suturing/wound closing (other than bandages)
- Removal of foreign bodies from a wound (complicated)
- Removal of foreign bodies from an eye (except irrigation and cotton swab)
- Treatment of infection
- Treatment of a bruise via blood drainage
- Treatment of 2nd/3rd degree burn
- Positive x-ray diagnosis
- Issuance of arigid means of support
- Amputation/permanent loss of usage
- Vaccine (except tetanus)
- Cutting away dead skin
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Reminders

To determine Total Number of Recordable Incidents,
add together all Medical Treatment, Modified Duty,
Lost Time and Fatality incidents.

Record each incident only once, at the highest level of
severity, in the quarter in which it first occurred.
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
