Non-negotiable minimum requirements:

2. Minimum of 6 resources, only 1 can be from an encyclopedia, and 3 from the Internet.

3. 4 pages minimum, 6 pages maximum, 12pt font in Times New Roman, typed, double- spaced. 

4. The paper must be documented in MLA style format including a title page and reference page. 

5. The Paper must be submitted online as well as a hard copy.

Hints for fine tuning your research topic:

*Don’t make it too broad of a subject. –You don’t want to have too much information to cover; your paper will lose focus easily.

*Don’t make it too narrow of a subject.- You don’t want to not have enough information for your subject; that might make it difficult  to write the required length.
