4. What biblical interpretations of the data did you make during or after the session?  

On what Scriptures do you base your interpretation?

Were your intepretations supported by data?  What makes you think they were valid or invalid? 

Did you explain your interpretations to the counselee(s) and did the counselee(s) accept , agree with them?

What heart issues did you deal with in the session and how? 

5. What instruction was given?  

What scripture was used?  Why and how did you use this Scripture?

What was taught about God?  How was Christ presented?  

Describe the way the instruction was given.  

What other relevant scripture could you have used? 

How did you use the homework you gave in the session?

6.  How was inducement (commitment/repentance) accomplished in this session?  What motivational issues were dealt with and how was this inducement actually done?

7.  What implementation help was given?  Describe the nature and characteristics of the implementation strategies that you utilized.

8.  Was there anything that you did to promote the integration of biblical principles into the life of the counselee and the counselee into the life of the church?

9. What homework did you give and why? Was it appropriate? What other homework might have been given?

10. How did the counselee respond to what was happening in the session? On what do you base your answer to this question, I.E., why do you answer this question  the way you did?

11. What important insights did the counselee(s) gain from this session? What challenges, specific help, new understandings did the counselee gain through what went on this session? What specific things would they carry away with them from this session?
