3. All Cadets must have the Parent Authorization (See ANNEX B) filled out and returned on Fri. 12 Oct upon arrival, in order to participate on the FTX.  All cadets must have a valid health card on their person for inspection.  Any medication will be given to the First Aid Officer upon reaching the MRCC on the 12th of Oct.
