All were in attendance except Carla Szuch.
Deyo Blake called the meeting to order. (7:20 p.m.)
Devotions:
Mark Relyea talked about taking care of our bodies which house our spirit. 

1 Corinthians 6: 19 & 20 “Do you not know that your body is a temple of the Holy Spirit within you, which you have from God, and that you are not your own? For you were bought with a price; therefore glorify God in your body.”

Mark Baker stated we are going to move out of the Administration Building June 28, 2015 into the Friendship Room if we are signed by that time. We can divide the Friendship Room into office space and group use.

Kirt and Joni Stanford cleaned out the cabinets in Nursery and moved the cabinets to the Gym. Erica Hauck and Jack Rexach helped Kirt move the cabinets.
We are drawing up architectural drawings and final pricing to present to the Council and the Congregation for office space and immediate things. (Replacement of windows in office and sacristy, doors on the east and west side of church and add electrical in office space for heating and air conditioning, testing for mold and asbestos in office and sacristy.)

The water heater was removed from sacristy. Needs a new one, possibly a tank less water heater and re-plumb.

We received donated refrigeration for the sacristy from Erica Hauck and Angie Long.
Mark feels after we receive funds with approval of Congregation we can have the office space completed by the end of August.

The architect who drew up the outside renderings, Safi, who is also doing work for BH, is making architectural drawings of the office for free as a tax deduction.

Mark requested a tentative Congregation meeting date for July 12, 2015 which can be changed if needed.

Susan Anderson requested the tentative budget so she can set it up in Quick Books.

Lisa Argenziano motioned we approve the expenditure of monies for asbestos and mold testing, seconded by Mark Baker. Motion carried.
We received $500.00 from BH for attic storage use. Pastor Gretchen requested they remove their storage from the attic. They will comply when the ladder is repaired or replaced.

Jason Shih asked if we have chosen a General Contractor and if we are open to using Brighton Hall’s General Contractor.

2. Update on current property tax bill:

We qualified for the property tax exemption from the Board of Equalization. Deyo Blake will call the Board of Equalization to see if we will get any retroactive refund from the tax payment we already paid for this tax year.
New Business

Update on status of Lease Amendment:

The Council went over all the questions our lawyer to be addressed for the new lease amendment.

Is the rate of $8215.79 per month for 2022-2027 correct? We concurred.
The school’s right of first offer to purchase the property from the first lease and broker’s fees should be deleted from this amendment as it is already in the lease.
Should we have a chart of hourly rates added for the Friendship Room, Gym and kitchen for uses other than stated in previous lease agreement?

After much discussion, we agreed this will not be included in the lease. Should BH want the use of our facilities, we will inform them of the rate at that time.

How are the utilities cost for the buildings going to be calculated?
We have separate electric and water meters for the Administration Bldg. BH should pay the total electric, water and fire meters for the Adm. Bldg. We have one gas meter for the church and Adm. Bldg. We should prorate the gas utility bills the same for the 747 Bldg. and the school bldg. We have not charged BH for the gas utility. We need to rework the utility payments. 
Should we retain the Brokers Release and Waiver in Exhibit B? We should retain a signed Brokers Release and Waiver.

We need a diagram identifying the location of the “Expansion Space” for Exhibit A to the amendment. We currently have a diagram from the original lease.

Signage and banner was discussed. We approved the signage and the color of the building. We will need to move our signage to the front of the church. Removal of the banner has not been mentioned by BH.
We discussed BH using the facilities during the summer months. Hours should be added to the lease amendment. Need to reword the Friendship Room to the Back Room.

Jason Shih will contact the lawyer to submit the updates to the lease amendment. 

2. Review of Congregational Meeting, May 31st:

Meeting with the congregation was great. The vote was 34-1 to approve going ahead to lease the Administration Building to BH.

Treasurer’s Report
Review and Approve May 2015 Profit and Loss statements:

The offerings are above budget. Susan Anderson stills needs to bill BH for Utilities.

Susan stated we have steadily increased the funds in the bank. We run an average of approximate $20,000 in our Bank of America account versus being in the negative of approximately -$500.00 each month when Susan started as Treasurer. She is working on getting the balance sheets from our accountant. 
Susan requested a list from Bob Norgauer of the special donations for the Disaster Relief so she can issue checks to the various organizations.

Jason Shih moved to form a subcommittee to discuss the application of our loan to the Mission Investment Fund (which he will Chair). We need to start a capital campaign fund during the application process. He will come to next month’s meeting with a proposal.
Raising the rent of the Screenland House and the work that needs done will be put on next month’s agenda. 

Lisa Argenziano requested a report of the groups and their monthly donations.

Vsev Krawczeniuk updated the Council about the play; You’re a Good Man Charlie Brown. He has put out notices in all the trade websites, youth programs. He has started to cast actors. 

Pastor Gretchen met with the Superintendent of the Burbank School District. They talked about ways to partner with the schools with the church. One way is to have a Burbank Chapter of PFLAG (parents and friends of lesbians and gays) meet at our church.
The next Council meeting will be July 21, 2015.
