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	· The group is supervised by an adult who has been assessed by the LEA or EVC (TMc) to be competent to lead the activity.

· At least the minimum number of adult to young person ratios are met as specified in the OSA document (available in office)
· Regular Head counts before leaving

· Appropriate locations are used to cross the road safely such as zebra crossings and traffic lights where practicable

· Pupils carry a minimum amount of valuable possessions.   
· Suitable clothing is to be worn including sunscreen and sunhats where necessary
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	· Teachers to check blanket consent given at the start of the year

· Parents/carers to be provided with information on the nature of the activity and any risks.

· Cover sheet to be completed

· All medical information to be obtained for every person on the walk

· Group or Party Leader to take action if any person is acting in a way that endangers themselves or others

· Party Leader to stop or prevent activity going ahead if bad weather is expected
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	Walking in country parks.   Walking to churches, shops and other low risk local areas of interest continued.
	· Walking on uneven ground

· General environmental conditions eg. Grasses, plants, insects, animals

· Crowded areas


	· Slips, trips leading to breaks, fractures, cuts, bruises

· Allergic reaction from contact with certain plants or insects (stings) for susceptible individuals

· Loss of pupil(s)
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	· Suitable footwear to be worn

· Emergency medication to be taken as necessary for pupils with a known allergic condition and emergency procedures known to staff.  Information should be on cover sheet.
· Pupils to wear school uniform or school colours so that they can be identified in a crowd.   Additional supervision to be considered where it is known that the area will be crowded.
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	· Additional precautions to be put into place for those with any specific needs.   These will be subject to a separate risk assessment.

· Contingency plan to be devised for events to follow in the event that a pupil becomes separated from the rest of the group
