INTERNSHIP JOB DESCRIPTION

GOALS OF THE INTERNSHIP PROGRAM

We are called together by God to make disciples and to release them for service in our broken world. We do this by being disciples who raise up disciples who will do the same. Our year long internship program is designed to multiply disciples both through the discipleship of the intern in our relationally based student ministry and through the interns efforts in discipling students.
Each intern will work closely with the student ministry staff in order to execute week-to-week ministry programs, student small groups, as well as periodic special events. Interns will receive two evaluations during the year from their supervisor to celebrate their victories and gifts, to determine their growth, and to uncover areas for future growth.

EXPECTATIONS
Faith in Jesus Christ as Lord and Savior
Continually growing walk with the Lord, evidenced by a deep love for Jesus Christ and others.

Desire to serve the church with the gifts, abilities, and talents, which God has given them.

Demonstrates a level of maturity consistent with Scripture and leadership responsibilities.

Attending student ministry programming (Sunday 9am and 6pm) as well as adult Sunday services as able. 
Must hold to the time commitment of the internship program.

Meet regularly with a supervisor for the purpose of evaluation, encouragement, communication, training, and prayer.
Agree with and support the vision, philosophy, and direction of ZPC Student Ministries. 
RESPONSIBILITIES

Assist the Student Ministries of ZPC in attaining and following its vision statement. This would entail any organization/administration needs, as well as projects assigned by the supervisor. Possible responsibilities may include:
SMALL GROUP MINISTRY:  Oversee and shepherd a small group of students, spending time weekly in a discipleship role as a small group leader.

RELATIONAL MINISTRY:  Spend time regularly in contact with students and adult team members from your area. 
TEACHING MINISTRIES: Periodically teach during large group programming. 
TEAM MEETINGS: Interns will participate in all student ministry team meetings as well as ZPC staff meetings and retreats.  

MENTORING:  Interns will meet regularly with student ministry staff for the purpose of encouragement, fellowship, evaluation, training, and prayer.  

SPECIFIC GROWTH ASSIGNMENTS:  Student ministry staff will walk through some or all of the following growth assignments with the intern during the year:

· Reading/studying selected books in the area of theology, practical ministry, or personal growth.  

· Participation in one or more personality tests for personal development

· Periodically assist (announcements/prayer) during ZPC Sunday morning adult services
· Attend a student ministry specific conference 
· Team member of a student ministry mission opportunity
WORSHIP MINISTRY: To possibly, if gifted in this area, work in conjunction with the student ministry staff in developing and overseeing a worship (music) program for both the high school and middle school ministries. 

TIME COMMITMENT AND LENGTH

We offer either a full time or part time internship. The time commitment for this position will be approximately 20 hours per week part time or 40 hours per week full time. 
The length of the internship program is one year.

SALARY

The salary for this position will be set at $15,000 / part time or $25,000 / full time, with housing available if needed.  All assigned reading, resources, conferences, and mission trips are paid for out of the Student Ministry budget.
