	Update from IL Community College Deans and Directors of Nursing
	B. Chilton

	B. Chilton, president of the IL Community College Deans and Directors of Nursing, was welcomed. She reported the organization is conducting a survey regarding plans of IL community college nursing students to pursue BSN completion. Survey was conducted in 2009 and 2011. Noted 95% of students are planning BSN completion. Factors for program selection were cost, followed by location. Students who responded saying they were not seeking BSN completion noted cost as the reason. She spoke in support of current models in place for community college graduates to earn BSN. Described model of Kishwaukee with NIU.
Noted there is a group of community college presidents who are actively pursuing community colleges being allowed to grant the BSN. Some community colleges have other priorities and welcome partnerships with BSN programs at four-year institutions. B. Chilton noted the priority must be “what is best for students.” Stated “I applaud your efforts.”

	IDFPR/BON/ICN Update

	M. Bromberg reported
· NCLEX pass rates for IL programs was phenomenal. Noted five schools with first year of low scores. Two schools were on probation and came off probation. There are 127 pre-licensure nursing education programs in IL. 
· 7,046 IL RN candidates; IL pass rate 86%; national pass rate 87%

· 1,395 IL PN candidates; IL pass rate 86%; national pass rate 84%
· NCSBN is collecting annual reports of board of nursing site visits to create a template for conducting site visits.

· IDFPR is diligently working on APN rules. Will go into effect asap.

· IDFPR is looking at the Rule requiring NCLEX candidate to complete additional education when he/she does not pass NCLEX within three years of application. Recognize it is difficult for these individuals to return to their pre-licensure program where educators have to come up with a course for remediation. In the future candidate will take a prep course that will look more like a Kaplan or Hurst Review.

· No changes to nursing licensure process. Only paper part of the process is that the candidate who is successful on NCLEX receives a letter with a section to tear off and submit with licensure fee. J. Strom reported having talked with someone at Continental Testing Services who said there was a backlog in getting letters out. M. Bromberg responded she will follow up.
· An online survey will be part of the RN licensure renewal process again this year.

· NCSBN is working with states to promote passing of Enhanced Compact. Currently 29 states have passed it. Legislation won’t be introduced in IL until after the March primary.

	S. Swart
	Susan Swart, Executive Director of ANA-Illinois reported organization’s position is that it "will oppose any legislation that tries to change the education of nurses or scope of practice of nurses that is not spearheaded by nurses." Requested IACN identify 3-4 deans of four-year institutions (public and private) to meet with 3-4 deans of community college nursing programs to have a discussion. Asked IACN to select reps from across the State and ANA-IL will facilitate the conversation. Need to schedule discussion soon. B. Chilton shared her perspective that educators have worked hard to build communication and this strategy will continue to keep us collaborating. IACN membership responded very favorably regarding the plan.

	Sue Clark and Debbie Broadfield reported 

· Have been informed Senator Manar will re-introduce legislation. Actual language not seen but believe it will be RN to BSN at community colleges with no limit on the number of programs that would be allowed to offer it.

· April 17 is deadline for passing out of committee - "need to kill the bill in committee" per S. Clark. Have been told there are enough votes to get the bill out of the 13-member committee. Need 7 solid no votes. Had 5 no votes last year. 
· April 27th is deadline for passing out of Senate

· Actions 

· All who live or work in district of Senate members on Education committee must have conversations with senators. Senators should be in their district offices most of March. Visit them before 4/13. See link below for names. http://www.ilga.gov/senate/committees/members.asp?CommitteeID=1931
· Consider having students write letters - see sample attached from IL Wesleyan student.
· Consider approaching leadership of hospital systems.
· A legislative task force is looking at all IL public nursing programs and examining the need. 
· Several health-related bills have been introduced
· HB 4100 Nurses Violence Prevention – requires workplace violence prevention program. Lobbyist working to revise bill to encompass training of all healthcare providers rather than only nurses

· Nurse Licensure Compact – last year stalled in house due to union opposition. Expecting fair hearing in spring.

· HB4953 – DPFR-Sexual Harassment Training – requires IDFPR plan and implementation of training

· HB5495 Nurse & Physician-Rural Hospital – Provides for APRN to admit patients to rural hospitals

· SB2334 -Hospitals-Metal Detectors -provides for metal detectors at each point of entry into the hospital.
