Location

Room composition

To allow employees to breastfeed or express in comfortable surroundings, the room contains the following items:

	· A comfortable chair
· A sink with mirror
· Power points
· Nappy change table
	· Table
· Small refrigerator
· Telephone and Television
· Computer with ACTGov Access


Usage by Staff
· The room is ONLY to be locked when it is in use.

· A sign to indicate whether the room is occupied is located on the door.  Slide the door sign to indicate usage when you enter or exit the room.

· Staff are to provide own clean labelling and containers for refrigerated expressed milk and are to ensure that items in the refrigerator are not left to deteriorate.

· Staff are requested to leave the room clean and tidy following use.
