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Acceptable Use Policy

Technology will be utilized in the classroom to enhance and extend student learning and to prepare students to work with technology outside of the classroom.  

Students are granted technology privileges by the Algonac Community School district.  All students are expected to use technology in a manner that complies with the ACS Acceptable Use Policy.  Failure to follow the district acceptable use policy will result in suspension or loss of computer privileges.  Students in Ms. Gibson’s classroom must adhere to the following guidelines when working with technology.

Student Responsibilities: Students are responsible for any activity that occurs on their assigned computer or student account.  Students are also responsible for any damage that occurs to computers or other classroom technology that they use.  Students must read and agree to these acceptable use guidelines:
Acceptable Use:

· Students will use the computer and other technology only with permission of the teacher.

· Students will use the computer and other technology for educational purposes only.

· Students will use only the computer and student account assigned to them.

· Students will access only files with their name on them.

· Students will follow all computer lab and classroom rules.

· Students will notify the teacher immediately of any inappropriate sites that may come up or any damage that occurs to the computer or other materials that they are working with.  

Unacceptable Use:  

· Students may not use the computer without permission.
