Personal Error Log*

If you discover that you do not have many errors in your essays or that your errors do not have a distinct pattern, you may keep a Personal Error Log throughout the semester instead of writing a Personal Error Inventory

.

After completing one Error Analysis page at a conference with Judy, record all of the errors you made in that essay on the Log page.  Add the errors you make in each of your essays so that at the end of the semester, you have a complete log of all the errors you have made.  Keeping this Log page will be much easier if you save it as a computer file and add to it after each graded essay has been returned to you.
