And the Tenant covenants and agrees to execute and deliver upon demand such further instrument or instruments subordinating this lease to the lien of any such mortgage or mortgages as shall be desired by the Landlord and any mortgagees or proposed mortgagees. All such mortgages to which the Lease is subordinate shall provide that in the event of foreclosure, Tenant's right of possession shall not be disturbed.

(9) It is understood and agreed between the parties hereto that said premises during the continuance of this lease shall be used and

 occupied for and for no other purpose or purposes without the written consent of the Landlord, and that the Tenant will not use the premises for any purpose in violation of any law, municipal ordinance or regulation, and that on any breach of this agreement the Landlord may at his option terminate this lease forthwith and re-enter and repossess the leased premises

(10) It is understood and agreed that if the premises hereby leased be damaged or destroyed in whole or in part by fire or other casualty during the term hereof, the Landlord will repair and restore the same to good tenantable condition with reasonable dispatch, and that the rent herein provided for shall abate entirely in case the entire premises are untenantable and pro rata for the portion rendered untenantable, in case a part only is untenantable, until the same shall be restored to a tenantable condition; provided, however, that if the Tenant shall fail to adjust his own insurance or to remove his damaged goods, wares, equipment or property within a reasonable time, and as a result thereof the repairing and restoration is delayed, there shall be no abatement or rental during the period of such resulting delay, and provided further that there shall be no abatement of rental if such fire or other cause damaging or destroying the leased premises shall result from the willful act of the Tenant, his agents or employees, and provided further that if the Tenant shall use any part of the leased premises for storage during the period of repair a reasonable charge shall be made therefore against the Tenant, and provided further that in case the leased premises, or the building of which they are a part, shall be destroyed to the extent of more than one-half of the value thereof, the Landlord may at his option terminate this lease forthwith by a written notice to the Tenant. Landlord agrees to indemnify and hold Tenant harmless from claims and injuries arising in the building due to acts of the Landlord and to carry sufficient insurance to parallel tenant's policy.

(13) Except as provided in Paragraph 11 hereof, the Tenant further covenants and agrees that he will, at his own expense, during the

The Tenant shall not make an alteration, additions or improvements to said premises without the Landlord's written consent, and all alteration, additions or improvements made by either of the parties hereto upon the premises, except movable office furniture and trade fixtures put in at the expense of the Tenant, shall be the property of the Landlord, and shall remain upon and be surrendered with the premises at the termination of this lease, without molestation or injury.

The tenant covenants and agrees that if the demised premises consists of only a part of a structure owned or controlled by the Landlord, the Landlord may enter the demised premises at reasonable times and install or repair pipes, wires and other appliances or make any repairs deemed by the landlord essential to the use and occupancy of other parts of the Landlord's building.

(23) The Landlord shall have the right to enter upon the leased premises at all reasonable hours, after 24 hours notice, except in case

(29) It is understood that if the Tenant shall be unable to enter into and occupy the premises hereby leased at the time above provided,

by reason of the said premises not being ready for occupancy, or by reason of the holding over of any previous occupant of said premises, or as a result of any cause or reason beyond the direct control of the Landlord, the Landlord shall not be liable in damages to the Tenant therefore, but during the period the Tenant shall be unable to occupy said premises as hereinbefore provided, the rental therefore shall be abated and the Landlord is to be the sole judge as to when the premises are ready for occupancy. In the event the Commencement Date has not occurred within 12 months following the execution of the Lease, Tenant shall have the option, but not the obligation, of terminating  the Lease.

Notices

(30) Whenever under this lease a provision is made for notice of any kind it shall be deemed sufficient notice and service thereof if such notice to the Tenant is in writing addressed to the Tenant at his last know Post Office address or at the leased premises and deposited in the mail with postage prepaid and if such notice to the Landlord is in writing addressed to the last known Post Office address of the Landlord and deposited in the mail with postage prepaid. Notice need be sent to only one Tenant or Landlord where the Tenant or Landlord is more than one person.

(31) It is agreed that in this lease the word "he" shall be used as synonymous with the words "she, " "it" and "they," and the word "his" synonymous with the words "her," "its" and "their."

(32) The covenants, conditions and agreements made and entered into by the parties hereto are declared binding on their respective heirs, successors, representatives and assigns.

The said sum if not applied toward the payment of rent in arrears or toward the payment of damages suffered by the Landlord by reason of the Tenant's breach of the covenants, conditions, and agreements of this lease is to be returned until the Tenant has vacated the premises and delivered possession to the Landlord.

Tenant shall pay, during the term of this lease, as additional rent herein provided a proportionate share of the cost of operation and maintenance of said common areas as above described which will be billed monthly.

Expenses incurred in connection with the services provided to others but not to Tenant or in connection with insurance costs related to risks posed by others but not by Tenant;
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K.
Expenses incurred in connection with procuring tenants or in connection with drafting or enforcing lease, such as, but not limited to, brokers' commissions, legal, architectural, space planning or engineering fees, advertising or promotional costs;

L.
Expenses incurred in connection with land or improvements which do not directly serve the premises;

M.
Income taxes, single business taxes, franchise and filing fees; and

LANDLORD'S OBLIGATION.  Landlord shall:

A.
Make all necessary repairs and keep in good working order the building structure, exterior walls and doors, windows, corridors, common areas, elevators, plumbing, lighting, HVAC, electrical, security and mechanical systems;

B.
Keep the building  in a clean, neat and attractive condition;

C.
Furnish exterior maintenance, including grass and weed cutting, clippings removal, leaf raking, litter removal, sidewalk surface and parking lot surface maintenance, de-icing, and snow removal.  Snow removal is required any time the accumulated depth is two inches or more, after the most recent snowfall;

D. Keep the parking spaces free and clear of all parked cars of persons that are not customers of the Tenants, including Tenant's 


sub lessees;



E.
Furnish domestic plumbing system to restrooms and break rooms capable of supplying hot and cold water, and removing sanitary waste water;

F.
Furnish complete moisture protection from all exterior weather sources, on all sides, floors and roof, of the demised premises;

G.
Furnish reasonable sound attenuation, between any mechanical system or other tenant in the building, and the demised premises;

H.
Furnish vibration isolation between any mechanical, plumbing, electrical, or other building system attached to and a part of the building, and the demised premises;

I.
Furnish pest control, including by way of example and not way of limitation , insects, rodent, flying animals, etc.;

J.
Furnish trash removal from dumpster, or equivalent containers;

K.
Replace all glass breakage to windows and doors, including plate glass;

L.
Replace fluorescent tubes and bulbs for all ceiling light fixtures in common areas only;

M.
Assure that the building and the demised premises comply with the applicable requirements of 1966 PA 1, as amended, MCL 125.1351 et. seq. (Utilization of Public Facilities by Physically Handicapped Act) and the Americans with Disabilities Act;

N.
Assure that no equipment shall be installed in, on, or around the building or the property which it is located that, in the Tenant's opinion, causes an unsafe condition on, or in the building  and the demised premises;

O.
Assure that no refuse shall accumulate on or around the building or the property that might pose a health hazard to Tenant, Tenant's agents, employees, invitees and licensees, or Tenant's sub lessees and their agent, employees, invitees and licensees;

P.
Assure that no flammable liquids or explosives are kept on or around the premises

Q.
Assure that no activity occurs on or around property that would injure Tenant's or Tenant's sub lessees' reputation or interfere with their rights or the quiet enjoyment; and

R.
Assure that no laws are violated in the building or property; 

It is hereby mutually agreed by and between Landlord and Tenant the Tenant's proportionate share of said cost of operation and maintenance shall be        %. This percentage was determined by a fraction, the numerator being the square footage number in paragraph 2, the described premises, and the denominator being _24,000 square feet.

(35)  Tenant agrees to reimburse to Landlord its proportionate share of any real estate taxes and assessments which shall be

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(36)  In the event the amounts billed in paragraphs 34 and 35 are under or over the actual costs.  Landlord shall notify Tenant during the month of January, and either return to Tenant their proportionate share, if Tenant is not in arrears on any other rent, or lump sum bill the Tenant for their proportionate share of the shortage.  Tenant shall have thirty (30) days from receipt of the bill to pay same, unless said arrearage exceeds $500.00 in which case the total shall be divided into two (2) equal amounts and Tenant shall have an additional thirty (30) days from receipt to pay the second half of the arrearage.

Notwithstanding anything contained herein to the contrary, Tenant's obligation to pay the aforementioned costs referenced in paragraphs 34, 35 and 36 shall begin when Tenants' obligation for rent commences.

Upon Tenant's request, Landlord shall provide Tenant with all paid invoices and tax bills at the end of the year.

Repairs  

(37)  Landlord shall make all necessary repairs and replacements to the building and to the common areas, along with repairs and replacements to the electrical, mechanical, HVAC, plumbing, paint, doors, windows, trim, lighting, ceiling, and drywall.  Landlord shall also make all repairs to the demised premises which are structural in nature or are required due to fire, casualty or other act of God.  Provided, however, that Tenant shall make all repairs and replacements arising from its act, neglect or default.  Except as provided above, Tenant shall keep the demised premises in good repair, and Tenant shall, upon the expiration of the term of this lease and any exercised options of this lease, yield and deliver up the demised premises in like condition as when taken, reasonable wear and tear thereof, repairs required to be made by Landlord, and Landlord-authorized tenant improvements excepted.

1.

No sign, picture, lettering, notice or advertisement of any kind shall be painted or displayed on or from the windows, door, roof, or outside walls of the Center except as specifically set forth in the  lease agreement.  All of Tenant's interior sign painting or lettering shall be done in a manner approved by Landlord, and the cost thereof shall be paid by Tenant.  In the event of the violation of the foregoing by any Tenant, Landlord may remove same without any liability and may charge the expense incurred for such removal to the Tenant.

3.
No curtain, blinds, shades, screens, awnings, or other projections shall be attached to or hung in, or used in connection with any window or door of the Lease Premises or outside wall of the Center, without the prior written consent of Landlord.

Any carpeting cemented down shall be installed with releasable adhesive.

5.
The water and wash closets and other plumbing fixtures shall not be used for any purpose other than those for which they were constructed, and no sweepings, rubbish, rags or other substances shall be thrown therein.  All damages resulting from any misuse of the fixtures shall be borne by the Tenant who, or whose servants, employees, agents invitee or licensees, shall have caused the same.  No person shall waste water by interfering or tampering with the faucets or otherwise.

No electric or other wires for any purpose shall be brought in the Leased Premises without Landlord's written permission specifying the manner in which same may be done.

7.
No tenant shall mark, paint, drill into, or in any way deface any part of the Lease Premises or Center of which they form a part.  No boring, cutting or stringing of wires shall be permitted, except with the prior written consent of Landlord, as a Landlord may direct.

8.
Tenant shall not cause or permit unusual or objectionable odor to be produced upon or permeate from the Leased Premises, including duplicating or printing equipment emitting noxious fumes.  Tenant shall not disturb any occupants of this or neighboring buildings or premises by the use of any musical instruments, radio, television, loudspeaker, or by any other disturbing noise.

9.
No Tenant shall throw anything out of the door, windows, or down any passageways. 

10.
All loading, unloading, receiving or delivery of goods, supplies or disposal of garbage or refuse shall be made only through entry ways provided for such purposes and indicated by Landlord and at such times as Landlord may direct.
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11.
Tenant shall not install or operate any steam or gas engine or boiler or carry on any mechanical business on Leased Premises, or use oil, burning fluids, camphene or gasoline for heating or lighting, or for any other purpose.  No article deemed extra hazardous on account of fire or other dangerous properties, or an explosive, shall be brought into the Leased Premises.  This prohibits the use of hot plates (cooking) and only approved electric percolators shall be permitted.

12.
No additional locks or bolts of any kind shall be placed upon any of the doors or windows by any Tenant, nor shall any changes be made in existing locks or the mechanism thereof.  Each Tenant must, upon the termination of its tenancy, restore to the Landlord all keys of stores, offices, and toilet rooms, either furnished to or otherwise procured by such Tenant and in the event of the loss of any keys so furnished, such Tenant shall pay to the Landlord the cost thereof.

13.
Landlord shall have the right to prohibit any advertising by any Tenant, which, in Landlord's opinion, tends to impair the reputation of the Center or its desirability, and upon written notice from Landlord, Tenant shall refrain from or discontinue such advertising.

14.
Canvassing, soliciting, and peddling in the Center is prohibited and each Tenant shall cooperate to prevent the same.

15.
Wherever the word "Tenant" occurs, it is understood and agreed that it shall mean Tenant's associates, agents, clerks, servants and invitees.  Wherever the word "Landlord" occurs, it is understood and agreed that it shall mean Landlord's assigns, agents, clerks, servants and invitees.

16.
Landlord shall have the right to enter the Leased Premises at hours convenient to the Tenant for the purpose of exhibiting the same to prospective tenants within the sixty (90) day period prior to the expiration of this Lease, and may place signs advertising the Leased Premises for rent on the windows and doors of said Leased Premises at any time within said sixty (60) day period.

17.
Landlord reserves the right at any time to rescind, alter or waive, in whole or part any of these Rules and Regulations when it is deemed necessary, desirable, or proper in Landlord's judgement, for its best interest or for the best interests of the tenants, provided that any alteration or amendment to the rules and regulations shall not alter any material provisions of the Lease.

18.
No tenant shall place, or permit to be placed, on any part of the floor or floors of the Leased Premises a load exceeding the floor load per square foot which such floor was designed to carry and which is allowed by law.

19.
No tenant shall penetrate the roof, roof decking, or any other material associated with the roof, without first obtaining landlord's written approval.
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
