We value our employees not only as employees but also as human beings critical to the success of their family, the local community, and . 

Employees are encouraged to report any unsafe work practices or safety hazards encountered on the job.  All accidents/incidents (no matter how slight) are to be immediately reported to the supervisor on duty.

A key factor in implementing this policy will be the strict compliance to all applicable UK regulations and company policies and procedures.  Failure to comply with these policies may result in disciplinary actions.

Respecting this,  will make every reasonable effort to provide a safe and healthy workplace that is free from any recognised or known potential hazards.  Additionally,  subscribes to these principles:

1. All accidents are preventable through implementation of effective health and safety control policies and programmes.  will conduct periodic risk assessments and record the significant findings in order to monitor and prevent workplace accidents.

2. Health and safety controls are a major part of our work every day.

3. Accident prevention is good business.  It minimises human suffering, promotes better working conditions for everyone, holds  in higher regard with customers, and increases productivity.  This is why  will comply with all health and safety regulations which apply to the course and scope of operations.

4. Management is responsible for providing the safest possible workplace for Employees.  Consequently, management of  is committed to allocating and providing all of the resources needed to promote and effectively implement this safety policy. This includes providing employees with adequate training and ensuring that all employees are competent to do their tasks.  

5. Employees are responsible for following safe work practices and company rules, and for preventing accidents and injuries.  Management will establish lines of communication and consult with employees. This includes soliciting and receiving comments, information, suggestions and assistance from employees where health and safety are concerned.

6. Management and supervisors of  will set an exemplary example with good attitudes and strong commitment to health and safety in the workplace.  Towards this end, Management must monitor company health and safety performance, working environment and conditions to ensure that programme objectives are achieved.

The training subjects and materials have been developed using industry best practices criteria and site-specific data. The primary responsibility of the employees of  is to perform his or her duties in a safe manner in order to prevent injury to themselves and others.

As a condition of employment, employees MUST become familiar with, observe, and obey ’s rules and established policies for health, safety, and preventing injuries while at work.  Additionally, employees MUST learn the approved safe practices and procedures that apply to their work.

Before beginning special work or new assignments, an employee should review applicable and appropriate safety rules.

If an employee has any questions about how a task should be done safely, he or she is under instruction NOT to begin the task until he or she discusses the situation with his or her supervisor.  Together, they will determine the safe way to do the job.

If, after discussing a safety situation with his or her supervisor, an employee still has questions or concerns, he or she is required to contact the Safety Coordinator.

NO EMPLOYEE IS EVER REQUIRED to perform work that he or she believes is unsafe, or that he or she think is likely to cause injury or a health risk to themselves or others.

Periodic Inspections
It is the policy of  that workplaces are subject to periodic health and safety inspections to ensure implementation and execution of our policies and procedures. 

All employees are responsible for cooperating during these inspections and managers and supervisors are responsible for initiating corrective actions to improve items discovered during the walk-through inspection.

 has conducted a ‘suitable and sufficient’ risk assessment of all workplace hazards, as required by the Health and Safety at Work etc. Act 1974. Our risk assessment process consists of five steps:

17. Identify the hazards

· Inspect the workplace for anything that could reasonably be expected to cause harm

· Ask your employees to find hazards you may have overlooked

· Review manufacturers’ instructions, data sheets, and accident and ill-health records 

18. Decide who might be harmed and how

· Identify how people/groups may be harmed and what type of injuries may occur

· Include people with disabilities, contractors, members of the public, etc 

19. Evaluate the risks and decide on precaution

· Compare your actions with a source of good practice (HSE website)

· Try to eliminate the risk entirely. If this is not possible, decide how to control the risk so that harm will be unlikely

20. Record your findings and implement them

· Write down results and share with your staff

· Make an effort to implement changes and tackle the most important issues first

21. Review your assessment periodically and update when necessary

· Formally review your risk assessment at least once a year. Keep up to date on changes, new equipment and procedures that could lead to new hazards

22. Conduct:

· Horseplay, ‘practical jokes’, etc, are forbidden.  Employees are required to work in an injury-free manner displaying accepted levels of behaviour.  Conduct that places the employee or others at risk, or which threatens or intimidates others, is forbidden.

23. Drugs and Alcohol: 

· Use and/or possession of illegal drugs or alcohol on company property or on company time are forbidden.  Reporting for work while under the influence of illegal drugs or alcohol is forbidden.

24. First Aid: 

· There are a sufficient number of first aiders and/or appointed persons to help you in the event of a medical injury or emergency. Their names and contact numbers are: ________________________________. 

· There are numerous first aid boxes strategically placed throughout the workplace. These first aid boxes are marked with a white cross on a green background and located at: ___________________________________. 
· Please make yourself aware of your nearest first aid box and how to contact a first aider. 

25. Reporting Injuries: 

· Any work-related injury, suspected injury, ‘near-misses’ and hazardous conditions must be reported to your supervisor immediately.  

·  will follow all guidelines and requirements of RIDDOR (Reporting of Injuries, Diseases and Dangerous Occurrences Regulations) when dealing with any accidents or ill-health at the workplace. [INSERT NAME] is in charge of complying with RIDDOR requirements reporting accidents, diseases or dangerous occurrences to the appropriate authorities. 

· An accident investigation will be conducted to determine the root cause of the accident. The injured employee will be asked to participate in the investigation.

· Any attempt to defraud  with a false injury claim will result in disciplinary action.

·  also provides Transitional Return to Work (light duty) jobs for persons injured at work. Transitional work is meant to allow the injured employee to heal under a doctor’s care while she/he remains productive.  Employees are required to return to work immediately upon release.

26. Fire Prevention

· [INSERT NAME] is in charge of conducting a fire risk assessment and implementing fire safety procedures. This risk assessment will be reviewed periodically, [INSERT TIME FRAME], and as circumstances in the workplace change. Emergency evacuation tests will be conducted [INSERT TIME FRAME].

· Only space heaters provided by the company are approved for use within the facility. Employees using space heaters are responsible to turn the heater off when leaving their desk for extended periods of time (lunch, end of the working day, etc).

· No flammable chemicals are allowed inside the building at any time. If you feel that there is a work-related need to use a flammable chemical, contact Human Resources for guidance.

· Follow all electrical safety rules.
27. Housekeeping:  

· The following areas must remain clear of obstructions:

· Aisles/exits

· Fire extinguishers and emergency equipment

· All electrical breakers, controls, and switches

· Eye wash/safety showers 

· You are responsible to keep your work area clean and safe. Clean-up several times throughout the day, disposing of rubbish and waste in approved containers, wiping up any drips/spills immediately, and putting equipment and tools away as you are finished with them. Refer to the Job Specific Safety precautions section for more detail. 
28. Personal Protective Equipment (PPE): 

· Inspect PPE prior to each use.  Do not use damaged PPE. You are required to maintain and keep PPE clean.

· Safety Glasses – must be worn at all times in designated areas in this facility. 

· Hard Hats – must be worn at all times in designated areas.

· Safety Glasses – must be worn at all times in designated areas in this facility. 

· Gloves – work gloves must be worn at all times when handling sharp or rough stock, welding, or performing other jobs, which could cause hand injuries.  Synthetic gloves must be worn when handling chemicals.

· Welding – appropriate filter lens, welding helmet, gloves, and sleeves are required for welders at all times.

· Respirators – only employees trained and authorised to use respirators are allowed to do so.

· Hearing Protection – is required in areas where noise exposure is more than 85dBA (80dBA if you already have experienced a hearing loss).

29. Equipment Operations

· You must specifically be trained and authorised by your supervisor to operate vehicles and machines. Before operating/using any equipment or machinery, visually check that all safeguards are in place and there are no maintenance issues. If you see any issues or have any concerns, contact [INSERT NAME] immediately. This includes:

· Forklifts
· Machine and power tools
· Paint sprayers
· Welders
· Cranes/hoists

· Basic safety tips when operating machines: do not wear loose clothing, long hair should be tied up and back, remove jewellery, and sleeves should either be rolled all the way up, or all the way down.

· Never operate damaged or defective equipment.  Turn the machine off and report it to your supervisor immediately.

· Never tamper with, remove, or deactivate machine guards or controls designed to ensure safe operations.

· Never reach into an operating machine or moving machine part.

30. Work From Height

· Never work from height if there a reasonable alternative method. If work at height is a must, only employees properly trained and authorised may do so. 

· Ladders:

· Inspect all ladders prior to each use
· Ladders must be placed on secure footing
· Only one person is allowed on a ladder at a time
· Never stand on the top two steps of a stepladder
· Always maintain 3-point contact when working on ladders
· Never reach beyond arm length when working on a ladder
· Never use metal ladders when working on or around electrical equipment
· Cranes/Hoists/Lifting Devices:

· Inspect all cranes, hoists and lifting devices (slings, hooks, etc) prior to each use. Never use damaged equipment.

· Never walk under a load suspended from a hoist or crane.

· Keep all personnel clear of the ‘fall zone’ of the crane/hoist.

· Know the weight of material being lifted.  Never overload a crane/hoist.

31. Isolation/Lockoff

· Prior to working on any machinery when guards are removed, every energy source (electrical, hydraulic, chemical, mechanical, etc) must be deactivated, stored energy dissipated, and the control locked in the off (safe) position.

· Never remove or tamper with a lockoff operation performed by another employee or contractor. A lockoff could consist of a lock applied to a control such as a switch, breaker, or valve. A tag containing words such as ‘DANGER - DO NOT OPERATE’ may also be used for isolation/lockoff. If you see the lock, the tag, or both applied to an energy control device it means, ‘Keep your hands off’.
32. Confined Space Entry: 

· Only trained and authorised employees are permitted to enter confined spaces.  If you believe that your job   requires confined space entry, contact your supervisor prior to undertaking the work. Confined spaces are areas not meant for human occupancy, have limited means of entry/exit, and have electrical, chemical, thermal, atmosphere, or entrapment hazards
.

33. Electrical Safety

· Never operate or tamper with the electrical main switch or breakers.  You are authorised only to operate switches/disconnects on/for individual machines.

· Report all electrical problems and suspected problems to your supervisor immediately. 

· Keep electric cables out of areas where they will be damaged by stepping on/kicking them. Never run cables under rugs or other floor coverings. 

· All junction boxes, control boxes, connections, and other wiring must have covers securely installed to prevent accidental contact.

· Inspect all plugs, cables, and portable equipment prior to use.

· Report any damaged electrical equipment to your supervisor.  Only authorised personnel are permitted to work on electrical equipment. 

· Extension cables are to be used only for temporary applications.  Never stretch cables across aisles or areas where others may trip over them. Do not attach extension cables to the building or run them under rugs/mats or through walls.

· Turn electrical appliances off with the switch, not by pulling out the plug. Turn all appliances off before leaving for the day.

· Any personal electrical devices must be approved by  prior to use. Radios, CD players and PDAs are the only personal electrical devices allowed to be used in the workplace. These devices must be in good repair.  reserves the right to instruct you to remove personal electrical devices at any time.

34. Lifting/Manual Handling:

· If you need help moving material, request assistance.

· Take time to fully assess the handling/lifting task.

· Consider moving the load by other means—eg a trolley—if possible. If manual lifting is necessary, try to reduce the load.

· When you lift, use your leg muscles by squatting close to the load, preserving the curve in your back, spreading your feet, and lifting with your legs, keeping the load close to your body.

· When you turn holding an object, move your feet, and do not twist.

· Place the load and ensure it is left in a stable condition.
35. Asbestos:

· Asbestos is common construction material in older buildings. If you see any materials labelled as containing asbestos or have suspicion to believe the material is asbestos, leave the area immediately and contact a supervisor. Under no circumstances should you disturb any of the materials.
36. Working at Night:

·  recognises that some staff may wish to work in the evenings, on weekends, or very early in the mornings. When working outside normal working hours, consideration must be given to the reduced presence of staff throughout the building. Medium and high hazard activities are inappropriate unless arrangements are in place to avoid lone working. Access to the building outside of normal working hours must be granted by a supervisor. In case of an emergency after working hours, please call: _____________________. 
37. Using Display  Screen Equipment (DSE): 

· Position your monitor at, or slightly below, eye level. As an exception, bi-focal users should lower their monitors more to avoid tilting their head back while working.

· Move your eyes when viewing the screen as opposed to moving your head.

· Avoid twisting your body in order to use your computer; set up your workstation to achieve a comfortable position in front of the computer.

· Adjust your computer chair such that your forearms are horizontal to the desk with your elbows at right angles. Keep your wrists flat and in a neutral position whilst avoiding resting your wrists on the desk during typing.
· Adjust your monitors resolution, brightness and contrast to avoid eyestrain.

38. Temperature

· The temperature in workrooms shall be reasonable to the circumstances. For normal environments, the temperature will be at least 16 degrees Celsius. All reasonable steps will be taken to ensure the temperature does not get uncomfortably high. 

39. No Smoking

· Smoking is not allowed in any interior area of the building or in any vehicles owned or leased by . Smoking is only allowed in designated exterior smoking areas. 

· No smoking signs will be posted conspicuously at the entrance and in certain areas throughout the building.

40. Noise

·  will take proper precautions concerning noise in the workplace. Noise risk assessments will be conducted periodically and employees at risk of high noise exposures will be notified of the results in writing. Whenever feasible, noise exposure exceeding 80 dB will be controlled by engineering or administrative means. Proper personal protective equipment, such as ear plugs and ear defenders will be issued to employees in the event engineering controls do not lower noise levels to under 80 dB in the workplace. 

· All employees exposed to noise levels of 80 dB or higher will be required to participate in a hearing conservation programme. This consists of audiometric testing, mandatory hearing protection, and safety training. 

41. Disabled Persons

· Traffic routes, facilities and workstations will be suitable for employees with disabilities to use. We will make reasonably practicable adjustments to ensure a suitable working environment. Please consult your supervisor if you have specific concerns concerning your work environment.  

42. Young Workers

· ’s risk assessment will take into account specific characteristics of young workers and the activities they may be assigned. The risks will then be identified and shared with the young worker. Specific safety training will be provided to any worker under the age of 18 and all working hour rules and regulations will be followed. Night work will not be permitted. 

· Safety training will also include emergency procedures and permitted work assignments. Additional supervision will be provided to all young workers to ensure their safety. For any questions and concerns on youth workers, please see the safety coordinator, [INSERT NAME].
43. Off-Site Safety
· Employees of  are required to follow all client safety and security procedures during client visits.

· If your client host does not advise you regarding safety hazards consider the following:

· Emergency exit location(s);

· Keep your eye on the path you are walking and avoid any tripping/slipping hazards. When on stairs maintain three point contact (hand on rail and feet on stairs);

· When visiting construction sites, eye protection, hearing protection and hard hats are required. This equipment will be in the possession of the  employee and not provided by the client

· Wear shoes that support your feet and are slip resistant. 

· Avoid clothing that is either constrictive or too loose; loose clothing be get caught in machinery or other equipment. 

· These rules are established to help you stay safe and injury free. Violation of the above rules, or conduct that does not meet minimum accepted work standards, may result in discipline, up to and including discharge.

· When working at a customer location, employees are required to follow the above rules, as well as all customer rules and procedures, and work in a manner that reflects positively on the company. Before operating any equipment at a customer location, permission must first be secured from the customer contact.
44. Blood-borne Pathogens

· Blood and other bodily fluids can carry pathogens, which are capable of causing diseases in others. This includes HIV, which leads to AIDS and hepatitis.
· Because we cannot tell by looking at a person if they are infected with a pathogenic disease, we must take precautions following an illness or injury when bodily fluids are released.
· In the event of a person losing bodily fluids, stay away from the area and warn others to also do so. You can still stay close to the ill/injured person to support him/her, just be sure to stay out of contact any bodily fluids.
· In the event that you find spilt bodily fluids, a syringe, or other medically contaminated materials, do not attempt clean up by yourself. Call Human Resources or your supervisor immediately for instructions.

45. Staying Safe

· Report any unsafe conditions or situations to your supervisor. If you have suggestions on improving any aspect of safety in the facility, discuss it. If you are unsure of how to operate a piece of equipment or complete an assignment, ask for help. Asking for help when you are unsure reduces the chance of injury.

· These rules are established to help you stay safe and injury free. Violation of the above rules, or conduct that does not meet minimum accepted work standards, will result in discipline, up to and including discharge.

· When working at a customer location, employees are required to follow the above rules, as well as all customer rules and procedures, and work in a manner that reflects positively on the company. Before operating any equipment at a customer location, permission must first be secured from the customer contact.

46. Powered Industrial Trucks

·  will ensure that each powered industrial truck operator is competent to operate a powered industrial truck safely, as demonstrated by the successful completion of a training and evaluation course.

· Training shall consist of a combination of formal instruction (eg, lecture, discussion, interactive computer learning, video tape, written material), practical training (demonstrations performed by the trainer and practical exercises performed by the trainee) and evaluation of the operator's performance in the workplace.

47. Cash Drawers

· Open it only when making a transaction.

· Close the drawer before you wrap up merchandise the customer purchased.

· Leave the money the customer gave you on top of the drawer until after making change to keep a record of what the customer paid in case of dispute. 

· Never leave an open cash drawer unattended for any length of time.

· Notify your supervisor when you build up excess cash in your drawer so it can be moved to a more secure location.

· Never count cash drawers in front of customers. Always count the contents of the drawer in a secure, private area.

· Always lock the cash drawer and remove the key when it is not in use.

· If the premises will be unattended overnight, empty the cash drawer and leave it open to lessen damage in the event of a break-in or to deter thieves altogether.

48. Bank Drops

· Never establish a routine for deposits; vary the time and the route you take as much as possible.

· Always try to take someone with you when making a bank drop, going by yourself only as a last resort.

· Alert someone that you are leaving with the deposit and also tell them when you should be returning.

· Transport cash in something that doesn’t draw attention to you. If you are using a bank bag or similar container, always put it in something unidentifiable.

· Do not use public transport.

· If taking a taxi, use a reputable company, and always call for it by phone instead of flagging one down once you’ve reached the street.

· If walking, choose busy streets that will keep you close by people.

· Do not make other stops before the deposit.
49. Unpacking Merchandise

· Use long-handled snips when cutting strapping bands away from a shipping container.

· Wear safety glasses when cutting strapping bands, uncrating materials and driving or removing nails.

· Stand to the side of the strapping band when cutting it.

· Store case cutters, utility knives or other tools with cutting edges in sheaths when they are not in use.

· When cutting shrink wrap with a blade, always cut away from you and your co-workers.
· Visually inspect for sharp objects or other hazards before reaching into a container such as a rubbish bin, box, bag or sink.

· Bend or remove nails and staples from crates before unpacking.
50. Stocking Shelves

· When manually stocking shelves, position the materials to be shelved slightly in front of you so you do not have to twist when lifting and stacking materials.

· Place heavier loads on the lower or middle shelves.

· Remove one object at a time from shelves.

· Place items on shelves so that they lie flat and do not lean against each other.

· Do not let items overhang from shelves into walkways.

51. Pneumatic Stapler Safety

· Do not discharge stapler unless it is touching the cardboard of the box being built.

· Do not keep your free hand behind the box flap being stapled.

· If something or someone distracts you from your work, discontinue the stapling operation until it is safe to resume.

52. Baler Operations

· Only baler operators may operate the baler. 

· Do not exceed the capacity of the baler; read the capacity plate on the baler if you are unsure.

· Do not place glass or combustible materials in the baler. 

· Before operating, make sure that all safety gates and doors are closed and all guards are in place.

· Open the loading door and place empty cartons inside the baling chamber.

· When the chamber is full (this varies depending on the model), close the loading door.   

· Press the selector switch and the baler will compress the cartons.

· After the baler has completed its cycle, insert twine through the appropriate holes and tie securely.

· Do not eject the bale until the area in front of the baler is clear of people and other obstructions.                 

· Follow the instructions posted on the machine for the removal of bales.

· Refer to proper lockout/tagout procedures before attempting to remove obstructions. 
53. Hazardous Materials Safety

· Follow the instructions on the label and in the corresponding SDS for each chemical product used in your workplace.

· Use personal protective clothing or equipment, such as neoprene gloves, rubber boots, shoe covers, rubber aprons and protective eyewear, when using chemicals labelled flammable, corrosive, caustic or poisonous.

· Do not use protective clothing or equipment that has split seams, pin holes, cuts, tears or other signs of visible damage.

· After each use, wash your gloves with cold tap water and normal hand washing motion before removing them. Then, wash your hands after removing the gloves.

· Before pouring, dispensing or transferring any liquid from a bulk container labelled flammable, observe the following safety procedures:

· Only use red colour-coded, metal containers for transferring the liquid.

· Electrically earth and bond the containers as follows:

a. Attach the clip at one end of the earthing wire to the rim of the dispensing container, and then attach the clip at the other end of the wire to an earthed source, such as a driven steel stake.

b. Attach the clip at one end of the bonding wire to the rim of the dispensing container, and then attach the clip at the other end of the bonding wire to the rim of the receiving container.

c. You are now ready to dispense the liquid from the bulk container into the opened receiving container. 
d. Upon completion, replace the lid on the receiving container and remove the bonding wire.

· Do not use chemicals from unlabelled containers or unmarked cylinders.

· Do not perform hot work, such as welding, metal grinding or other spark producing operations, within 15 metres of containers labelled flammable or combustible.

· Do not drag containers labelled flammable.

· Use a rubber cradle when transporting loose glass bottles of chemicals.

· Do not store chemical containers labelled oxidiser with containers labelled corrosive or caustic.

· Always use chemical goggles and a face shield before handling chemicals labelled corrosive or caustic.
54. Electrical Powered Tools

· Keep power cables away from the path of vacuum cleaners, floor polishers, knives and craft knifes.

· Do not use cables that have splices, exposed wires or cracked/frayed ends. 

· Do not carry plugged-in equipment or appliances with your finger on the switch.

· Do not carry equipment or appliances by the cable. 

· Disconnect the appliance from the socket by pulling on the plug, not the cable.

· Turn the power switch of appliances to "off" before plugging or unplugging them.

· Do not handle or operate electrical appliances when your hands are wet or when you are standing on wet floors.

· Do not remove the ground prong from electrical cables.

· Do not connect multiple electrical tools into a single socket.

· Do not run extension cables through doorways, holes in ceilings, walls or floors.

· Do not drag, step on or place objects on a cable.
55. Loading Bays

· Keep forklifts clear of the dock edge while vehicles are reversing to the dock.

· Do not begin loading or unloading until the supply lorry has come to a complete stop, the engine has been turned off, the dock lock has been engaged (if one is being used) and the wheels have been chocked.

· Do not drive the forklift into the lorry until the bridge or dock plate has been attached.

· Do not drive the forklift into a lorry bed or onto a trailer that has soft/loose decking or other unstable flooring.

· Drive straight across the bridge plates when entering or exiting the trailer.

· Use dock lights or headlights when working in a dark trailer.

56. Hand Tool Safety

· Do not continue to work if your safety glasses become fogged – stop work and clean the glasses.

· Tag worn, damaged or defective tools ‘Out of Service’, and do not use them.

· Do not use a tool if the handle surface has splinters, burrs, cracks or splits.

· Do not use impact tools, such as hammers, chisels, punches or steel stakes that have mushroomed heads.

· When handing a tool to another person, direct sharp points and cutting edges away from yourself and the other person.

· Do not carry sharp or pointed hand tools, such as screwdrivers, scribes, chisels or files, in your pocket unless the tool itself or your pocket is sheathed.

· Do not perform makeshift repairs to tools.

· Do not throw tools from one location to another or from one employee to another. 

· Transport hand tools in tool boxes or tool belts; do not carry tools in your hand or clothing when climbing.
57. Machine Safety

· Do not remove, alter or bypass any safety guards or devices when operating mechanical equipment such as mechanical power presses, press brakes, metal working lathes, radial arm saws,  drills, horizontal mill, punch press or when bending or forming materials.

· After making adjustments or repairs, replace guards before starting the machine.

· Do not try to stop an object as it goes through any machine. If the machine becomes jammed, disconnect the power and follow appropriate lockout/tagout procedures before clearing the jam.

· Do not wear loose clothing, jewellery or ties in the machine shop.

· Read and obey safety warnings posted on or near any machinery.

· Long hair must be contained under a hat or hair net regardless of gender. 
58. Dolly Safety

· When loading dollies, employees must keep feet clear of the wheels.

· Employees may not exceed the manufacturer's load-rated capacity. 

· Employees should use straps, if they are provided, to secure the load.

· For extremely bulky or pressurised items, such as gas cylinders, employees must strap or chain the items to the dolly.

· Employees must tip the load slightly forward so that the tongue of the dolly goes under the load.

· Employees must push the tongue of the dolly all the way under the load that is to be moved.

· Employees should keep the centre of gravity of the load as low as possible by placing heavier objects below the lighter objects.

· Employees should push the load so that the weight will be carried by the axle and not the handles. 

· Employees must ask a spotter to assist in guiding the load.

· Employees must not walk backwards with the dolly unless going up ramps.

· When going down an incline, employees should keep the dolly in front so that it can be controlled at all times.

· Dollies must be stored with the tongue under a pallet, shelf or table. 

59. Forklift Safety

· Only employer-authorised personnel may operate forklifts.

· Do not exceed the forklift lift capacity; refer to the lift capacity plate on the forklift.

· Follow the manufacturer's guidelines concerning changes in the lift capacity before adding an attachment to a forklift.

· Lift the load a few centimetres to test for stability: If the rear wheels are not in firm contact with the floor, take a lighter load or use a forklift with a higher lift capacity.

· Do not raise or lower a load while you are in route. Wait until you are in the loading area and have stopped before raising or lowering the load.

· After picking up a load, adjust the forks so that the load is tilted slightly backwards for added stability.

· Drive with the load at a ground clearance height of 15 centimetres at the tips and 5 centimetres at the heels in order to clear most uneven surfaces and debris.

· Drive at a walking pace, and apply brakes slowly to stop when driving on slippery surfaces such as icy or wet floors.

· Approach railway tracks at a 45 degree angle. 

· Do not drive over objects in your pathway.

· Do not drive into an area with a ceiling height that is lower than the height of the mast or overhead guard.

· Steer wide when making turns. 

· Do not drive up to anyone standing or working in front of a fixed object, such as a wall. 

· Do not drive along the edge of an unguarded elevated surface, such as a loading bay or staging platform.

· Obey all traffic rules and signs.

· Sound the horn when approaching blind corners, doorways or aisles to alert other operators and pedestrians.

· Do not exceed a working speed of five miles per hour and slowdown in congested areas.

· Stay a minimum distance of three forklift lengths from others operating mobile equipment.

· Drive in reverse and use a signal person when your vision is blocked by the load.

· Look in the direction that you are driving; proceed when you have a clear path.

· Do not use bare forks as a man-lift platform. 
· Do not load pallets of wood that are not banded on to the forklift.

· Do not drive the forklift while people are on an attached aerial lift platform.

· Drive loaded forklifts forward up ramps and in reverse when driving down a ramp.

· Drive unloaded forklifts in reverse when going up a ramp & forward when going down a ramp. 

· Raise the forks an additional five centimetres to avoid hitting or scraping the ramp surface as you approach the ramp.

· Do not attempt to turn around on a ramp.

· Do not shift into reverse as a braking method.

· Lower the forks completely, turn off the engine and set the hand brake before leaving your forklift.

60. Storeroom/Stockroom

· Stack heavy or bulky storage containers on middle and lower shelves of the storage rack.

· Do not stack boxes or cases of product above the number or height recommended by the supplier. Check with your manager if you are unsure on the number.

· Do not use razorblades, screwdrivers or knives that were not supplied by  to open boxes or cases.

· Do not lift slippery or wet objects; use a dolly.

· Follow the safe handling instructions listed on the label of the container or listed on the corresponding SDS when handling each chemical stored in the stockroom.

· Do not smoke while handling chemicals labelled flammable.

· Do not store chemicals labelled flammable near sources of ignition, such as space heaters.

· Do not handle or load any containers of chemicals if their containers are cracked or leaking. 

· Obey all safety and danger signs posted in the workplace.

61. Conveyor Safety

· Do not wear loose clothing or jewellery in the conveyor area. 

· Do not climb over floor conveyors.

· Do not ride on any conveyors.

· When using a belt driven conveyor to unload a trailer bed, the person unloading the conveyor shall give verbal commands to the person inside the trailer.

62. Compactor Safety

· Only authorised persons may operate the waste compactor.

· Open the loading door and place empty cartons and other waste into the loading chute.

· Do not load chemicals, flammable materials or hazardous waste into the compactor.

· Check the gauge frequently in order to ascertain when the compactor is full.

· Make sure the loading door is closed and the interlocks are engaged before starting the compactor.
·  When the gauge registers as full, push the start button for the waste to be compacted.

· Refer to proper lockout/tagout procedures before attempting to remove obstacles.

· Never climb inside the compactor unit.

63. Office Safety

· Do not work on any computer or other electrical office machines if your hands are wet or while you are standing on damp floors.

· Do not mount pencil sharpeners so that they protrude beyond the edges of desks or tables.

· Do not stand on a swivel chair.

· Do not raise the seats on swivel chairs beyond the point where your feet can touch the floor.

· Do not compact material in the waste basket with your hands or your feet.

· Do not use cardboard boxes as waste receptacles

· Do not leave file drawers open; always use the handles to close them.

· Do not stack file cabinets on top of one another.

· Open one file cabinet drawer at a time.

· Put heavy files in the bottom drawers of file cabinets.

64. GENERAL EMERGENCY GUIDELINES:

· Stay calm and think through your actions.
· Know the emergency numbers:

· Fire/Police/Ambulance 999

· Internal Emergency Number ____________________

· Human Resources _________________

· Page _______________

·  Operator _________________
· In the event of any emergency, do not take lifts, use the stairs. 

· Know where the stairwell exits are located.
· Do not hesitate to call/alert others if you believe that an emergency is occurring(you will not ‘get in trouble’.
· Know where emergency equipment is located: [INSERT LOCATION].
65. FIRE EVACUATION

· Employees will be notified of a fire alarm either by the fire alarm system or by a paged announcement.

· Upon becoming aware of a fire alarm, employees should immediately evacuate the building using the closest stairs. Do not delay evacuation to get personal belongings or to wait for co-workers. Also, all doors should be closed as the last person passes through. (Note: never use lifts during fire alarm situations.) 

· Supervisors should be the last persons to leave the area. Check all areas to be sure that all personnel have evacuated.

· Any employee having a mobility, visual, hearing, or other condition, which may hinder them from becoming aware of an emergency or evacuating, should request special assistance through Human Resources.

· Upon exiting the building, personnel should report to [INSERT MEETING LOCATION] for a headcount.  [INSERT DEPARTMENT] personnel should gather and be accounted for by [INSERT NAME]. [INSERT DEPARTMENT] personnel should gather and be accounted for by [INSERT NAME].

66. EMPLOYEE DISCOVERING A FIRE:

· Alert other persons in the immediate hazard area.

· Activate a fire alarm or call [INSERT NAME] to page an emergency announcement.

· If you have been trained, you can decide to use a fire extinguisher following these instructions:

· -P=Pull the safety pin

· -A=Aim the nozzle at the base of the fire

· -S=Squeeze the operating lever

· -S=Sweep side to side covering the base of the fire

· When using a fire extinguisher always stay between the fire and an exit; stay low and back away when the fire is extinguished.

· Never feel that using a fire extinguisher is required. If the fire is too hot, too smoky or you are frightened, evacuate.

· Have someone notify [INSERT NAME] where the emergency is located. He/she will relay this information to the fire service.

67. MEDICAL EMERGENCY: (chest pains, loss of consciousness, fall from height, etc)

· Upon discovering a medical emergency, contact a first aider or call 999. 

· Contact a supervisor and report the nature of the medical emergency and location.

· Stay with the person involved being careful not to come in contact with any bodily fluids, unless properly trained and equipped.

· Send two persons (greeters) to the building entrance, [INSERT AREA], to await the fire service. One person should call and hold the lift. Often two fire service units will arrive, so the second greeter should wait at the entrance to receive the second unit while the first greeter escorts the fire department personnel to the scene.

· Employees in the immediate vicinity of the emergency, but not directly involved, should leave the area.

· Human Resources will make any necessary notifications to family members of the person suffering the medical emergency.

68. SEVERE WEATHER:

· The receptionist will monitor a weather alert radio. If a severe weather report is issued, she/he will immediately page the following announcement: [INSERT ANNOUNCEMENT]. This announcement will be repeated three times.

· Employees will shut down equipment and will be instructed where to go for safety.

· The receptionist will take the weather radio with her/him. When the severe weather warning is cancelled, she/he will send runners to advise that it is safe to return to work areas. A general announcement will also be made.

69. WORKPLACE VIOLENCE:

· Any employee who feels that she/he has been threatened should immediately report their concern to their manager and to Human Resources.

· If any person is observed exhibiting threatening behaviour or making threatening statements, the person discovering the situation should warn others in the area and immediately notify Human Resources and stay away from the person exhibiting threatening behaviour.

· Depending upon the level of concern, the police (999) should be called immediately.

· Never attempt to confront any person exhibiting threatening behaviour.

· *If you have reason to believe that events in your personal life could result in acts of violence occurring at work, you are urged to confidentially discuss the issue with Human Resources so that a prevention plan can be developed.

70. ROBBERIES

· Depending upon the level of concern, the police (999) should be called immediately.

· Never attempt to confront any person exhibiting threatening behaviour.

· Greet all customers that come into the restaurant.
· If an argument or fight breaks out on the premises, call the police, and do not use physical force.
· Do not be drawn outside the restaurant for any reason.
· Do not try to physically stop a shoplifter or robber.
· Keep the robbery as short as possible—do not resist or argue with a robber.
· Keep your hands visible at all times.
· Warn the robber of the movements you are going to make, such as reaching for a bag or opening the cash register.
· Do not chase or follow the robber as he leaves; call the police.
· Do not pull a weapon if you are being held up.
71. All  employees have a right to know what chemicals they work with, what the hazards are, and how to handle them safely. If there are any substances hazardous to your health in the workplace, a COSHH risk assessment will be performed. Employees will be informed and trained on steps to eliminate, reduce and control exposures. This COSHH risk assessment will be conducted and reviewed periodically by: [INSERT NAME].

72. Employees working with hazardous substances will receive on-going health surveillance. The following jobs at  involves working with hazardous substances: [INSERT JOBS, IF ANY].
73. Safety Data Sheets (SDSs) are documents provided by the supplier of a chemical. SDSs detail the chemical contents, associated hazards, and general safe handling guidelines. At , the SDS collection is located at [INSERT LOCATION]. Employees are free to utilise the SDS as needed.

74. All chemical containers must be labelled to identify contents and hazards. Most labels use numbers to rank the hazard level in three important areas:

· FIRE (red background colour) - will the material burn?

· HEALTH (blue background) - is the material dangerous to my body?

· REACTIVITY (yellow background) - is the material dangerously unstable?

75. After each hazard (Fire, Health, Reactivity), a number from 0-4 will be assigned. The number reflects the degree (or amount) of hazard:

· 0 - Minimal 

· 1 - Slight  

· 2 - Moderate 

· 3 - Serious 

· 4 – Severe

76. General rules for handling chemicals are:

· Read all label warnings and instructions.

· Do not mix chemicals unless authorised to do so. 

· Do not eat, drink, or smoke while using chemicals. And always wash your hands after handling chemicals.

· When changing toner cartridges, consult with an experienced employee if you are unsure how to proceed.

· Follow instructions for quantity. More is not better.

· Minimise contact with chemicals. Use Personal Protective Equipment to protect your skin and keep your face clear of the area to reduce inhalation.

· Always wash your hands after handling chemicals.

· If a chemical enters your eye(s) immediately hold open the injured eye(s) and rinse it/them with clean, cool water for 15 minutes. Then be sure to report the injury immediately.

· Any questions or concerns regarding chemicals should be reported to Human Resources.

· Employees and former employees who are, have been or will be exposed to toxic substances or harmful physical agents can access exposure and medical records maintained by  upon request
.

Any work-related accident resulting in serious injury or the death of an employee presents significant emotional challenges for management. Following are some guidelines, which may reduce the effects on fellow employees and minimise the impact from regulators, such as HSE.

77. Be prepared to talk to local police officials, investigators, coroners, and HSE compliance officers. Be truthful but do not speculate or offer unsolicited opinions, information, or theories. Also be prepared for contacts from local news media. Consult with legal advisors if in doubt. Operate under the assumption that the HSE will investigate. Take steps to be sure that your entire facility is as prepared as possible.

78. If an incident occurs, have a representative of your company contact the employee’s next of kin to inform her/him of the circumstances. If possible, this contact should be made in person. Offer to provide transport and/or other support. For example, providing a  representative at the hospital will convey the company’s concern.

79. Get all witnesses names. If some witnesses are not employees, be sure to get full addresses and phone numbers.

80. Render safe any hazards created by the accident scene—ie potential falling materials, leaking chemicals, etc. Rope off or otherwise isolate the accident scene early on to prevent it from becoming a ‘tourist attraction’.
81. Conduct an initial investigation. If equipment and/or duties directly involved in the accident are duplicated elsewhere in the company, take immediate steps to assure that there will be no re-occurrence of the accident.

82. Take pictures to document the scene. Note anything that may help you identify specific equipment involved such as serial numbers, number plate numbers, etc.

83. Follow ’s procedure for blood-borne pathogens in cleaning any bodily fluid spills.

84. Consider meeting with employees in small groups to discuss, in general terms:

· The serious accident that occurred.

· That all the necessary steps were taken to care for the person involved.

· That an accident investigation is being performed.

· That all employees will be kept informed.

· The availability of the Employee Assistance Programme (EAP) (if applicable).

85. Provide encouragement and request that employees work safely.
86. Request your supervisors be alert for employees who may not be paying full attention to their jobs and thereby jeopardising their own safety. During these discussions, do not discuss fault, discipline, opinions, etc.

87. If your company has a doctor on contract, have him/her follow the case.

It is our goal to prevent work-related injuries from happening.  We are always concerned when one of our employees is injured or ill due to a work-related condition. We believe that such absences cost both  and its employees. We want our injured employees to get the best possible medical treatment immediately to assure the earliest possible recovery and return to work.  also has an administrator, [INSERT NAME], who will work with you to see whether you are eligible for Statutory Sick Pay.   

 wants to provide meaningful work activity for all employees who become unable to perform all, or portions, of their regular work assignment. Thus, we have implemented a Return to Work programme, which includes transitional or light duty work. The Return to Work programme is temporary, not to exceed six months.

Employee Procedures

88. All work-related injuries should always be reported immediately to your supervisor.

89. If a post-accident drug screen is not performed the same day as the injury, the employee will only be paid up to one hour while taking time out to have the drug screen sample collected. [DELETE IF COMPANY DOES NOT HAVE DRUG SCREENING]
90. You must complete and sign a Report of Injury or Illness form. Have your doctor complete a Statement of Fitness for Work (FIT note) and submit it to your supervisor. 

91. Under this programme, temporary light duty work is available for up to sixty (60) days (with a review of your progress every 30 days) while you are temporarily unable to work in your regular job capacity.  Transitional or light duty work beyond sixty (60) days, up to a maximum of six (6) months, will be evaluated on a case-by-case basis.

92. If you are unable to return to your regular job, but are capable of performing transitional duty, you must return to transitional duty. 

93. Employees who are unable to work and whose absences  approves must keep us informed on a weekly basis of their status. Failure to do so will result in discipline, up to and including termination from employment.

94. If you are unable to return to any available work, your job position may be filled after a reasonable time.  When able to do so, you will be entitled to return to a suitable position, if available and consistent with any limitations.  However, you must keep us regularly informed of your status and any changes in your condition.

95. If you have problems or concerns, please contact your supervisor and the Human Resources Department.

96. Employees of  are required to follow all client safety and security procedures during client visits.

97. If your client host does not advise you regarding safety hazards consider the following:

· Emergency exit location(s).
· Keep your eye on the path you are walking and avoid any tripping/slipping hazards. When on stairs maintain three point contact (hand on rail and feet on stairs).
· When visiting manufacturing or construction sites, eye protection, hearing protection, and hard hats are frequently required. Ideally, this equipment will be in the possession of the  employee and not provided by the client.

If you will be touring a factory or construction site, dress appropriately. Wear shoes that support your feet and are slip resistant. Avoid clothing that is either constrictive or too loose; loose clothing be get caught in machinery or other equipment.

 does not tolerate harassment of our job applicants, employees, clients, guests, vendors, customers, or persons doing business with .  Any form of harassment related to an employee’s race, colour, sex, religion, national origin, age, handicap, or any other protected class is a violation of this policy and will be treated as a disciplinary matter.  For these purposes, the term harassment includes, but is not limited to, slurs, jokes, or other verbal, graphic, or physical conduct relating to an individual’s race, colour, sex, religion, or national origin; sexual advances; requests for sexual favours and other verbal, graphic, or physical conduct of a sexual nature. 

Violation of this policy by an employee shall subject that employee to disciplinary action, up to and including immediate discharge.

Sexual harassment, one type of prohibited harassment, has been defined according to  guidelines as:

98. Unwelcome sexual advances, requests for sexual favours, and other verbal or physical conduct of a sexual nature when:

99. Submission to such conduct is made a term or condition, either explicitly or implicitly, of an individual’s employment;

100. Submission to or rejection of such conduct by an individual is used as a factor in decisions affecting that individual’s employment; or

101. Such conduct has the purpose or effect of substantially interfering with an individual’s work performance or creates an intimidating, hostile, or offensive working environment.
Examples of conduct prohibited by this policy include but are not limited to:

102. Unwelcome sexual flirtation, advances, or propositions.
103. Verbal comments related to an individual’s age, race, gender, colour, religion, national origin, disability, or sexual orientation.
104. Explicit or degrading verbal comments about another individual or his/her appearance.
105. The display of sexually suggestive pictures or objects in any workplace location including display via computer.
106. Any sexually offensive or abusive physical conduct.
107. The taking of or the refusal to take any personnel action based on an employee’s submission to or referral of sexual overtures.
108. Displaying cartoons or telling jokes that relate to an individual’s age, race, gender, colour, religion, national origin, disability, or sexual orientation.

Harassment of our employees in connection with their work by non-employees may also be a violation of this policy.  Any employee who becomes aware of any harassment of an employee by a non-employee should report such harassment to his or her supervisor.  Appropriate action will be taken with respect to violation of this policy by any non-employee.

If you believe that you are being subjected to workplace harassment, you should:

109. Tell the harasser that his or her actions are not welcome and they must stop, if you feel comfortable enough to do so.

110. Report the incident immediately to your supervisor/manager, the site Human Resources representative, or the Employee Relations Department.

111. Report any additional incidents that may occur to one of the above resources.

Any reported incident will be investigated.  Complaints and actions taken to resolve complaints will be handled as confidentially as possible, given ’s obligation to investigate and act upon reports of such harassment.

Retaliation of any kind against an employee who reports a suspected incident of sexual harassment is prohibited.  An employee who violates this policy or retaliates against an employee in any way will be subject to disciplinary action up to and including termination.

120. All traffic regulations and signs must be followed.

121. No unauthorised riders, hitchhikers, etc, are allowed.

122. Driving while under the influence of alcohol or other drugs is forbidden.

When operating your own vehicle for  business:

123. Your Personal Motor Vehicle Liability insurance is the primary payer. Ensure that your personal policy covers business use of the vehicle.
