• Ensuring that all churches devise, maintain and regularly test emergency evacuation procedures.

• Entering into a service contract to ensure that all gas and electrical installations and appliances are examined 
  and maintained on an annual basis or other such period that is considered desirable or required by law.

• Complying with food hygiene regulations.

• Ensuring that all cleaning liquids, aerosols, polishes and pesticides are securely locked away when not in  

  use.

• Complying fully with The Methodist Church Safeguarding Policy regarding young people and vulnerable   

  adults.

• Maintaining a suitable first aid kit and a formal accident book and displaying prominent notices indicating 
  where these may be found.

• Undertaking an Annual review of policy, recent advice and legislation.
