Middle School Behavior Management Plan

Guidelines:
· Students will be respectful.  (students, adults, staff, guests, materials, God’s Word, rules/guidelines, facilities, etc.)
· Students will use good manners to participate in class.  This includes raising their hands to speak when in a group setting, being actively engaged in the learning process, and following directions when they are given.
· Students will keep their environment neat and orderly.  This includes coming to class prepared with all materials needed and assignments completed, using the student agenda unless given permission not to, and using the student organization plan.
Developing these skills and habits will prepare you for a successful high school experience.
Binders:

· For first few weeks, binders will be checked for organization.  It is important for students to get in the habit of keeping their papers in the correct places.

· Students should be prepared for periodic checks throughout the years.

Planners:

· For at least the 1st quarter, planners must be filled out every day.  (Teachers will let you know when there is a change.)

· When an assignment is given, all students should add it in their planners.  The teachers will come around and initial the assignment.  

· At the end of the day, homeroom teachers will check to make sure everything is in there.  

· Parents must then sign the planners every night.  This will be checked next morning.

Behavior Management:

· 1st time offense:  verbal warning

· 2nd time:  write the procedure the student didn’t follow, an apology to a student who may have been hurt, or cleaning the room during recess.  If needed we will use Matthew 18 to help resolve the issue using an apology and forgiveness depending on the situation.  (there may be consequences as well such as isolation or no privileges depending on the issue at hand) 
· 3rd time:  phone call or email home to parent

· 4th time or major offense:  go to principal’s office.  A parent, teacher, principal, or student conference may be called.

· Each day every student starts with a clean slate. 

Beginning of the Day:

· Students will come to school and put away their books, coats, book bags, and lunches in their lockers.

· If students need to use the bathroom or get a drink, before school is a great time to do so.

· Students will come into class with planner and show the teacher their signed planners from their parents.

· Students place their cards indicating their lunch choices in the appropriate folders.

· Students are to sharpen pencils and get materials ready for the day.  

· Students should look for morning work on the board and complete it.

· Students should be sitting in their desks by 9:00 a.m.  If students are not in their desks and waiting for announcements, they will be marked tardy.  Students may be talking quietly until announcements come on, then they should be quiet and listen.  They may also choose to read their AR books.

· In the event that a student would be tardy (inclement weather, missed bus), the student should check in with the school office, unpack his/her book bag, and ready materials for class.  Sharpening pencils without permission is unacceptable.  Please ask for permission by raising your hand to be called on or wait for a suitable time to do this.
· If there are 4 tardies, the parents will be contacted by the homeroom teacher.  The principal will call if it continues to be a problem and further action may be involved.

General Procedures:

· Gum may be chewed unless otherwise instructed, please remember this is a responsibility dispose of gum properly (in garbage can) when finished.  This is a privilege for Middle School students.  If this privilege is misused, it will be taken away for a period of time.
· Water bottles may be taken from room to room.  However, if there is any water spilt on the floors or desks, the privilege is lost for a period of time determined by the teachers.  If water bottles are tossed around or played with during class, the water bottle will be confiscated, and the privilege is lost for a time.
· When entering classroom:  Immediately go to your seat and get all your materials ready for class.  Then follow instructions for beginning activities.
· To use the bathroom or get a drink:  This may only be done at the beginning or end of class, not during instruction.  This may also be done while changing classes.  Students ask permission to go use the bathroom without disrupting others.
· Sharpening pencils:  This may be done at beginning or end of class, or during work time.  You do not need to ask permission, just quietly go sharpen your pencil and get back to work.
· Turning in Papers:  Turn in papers in the assignment basket on the teacher’s desk.
· Lining Up:  Students line up quickly and quietly, remembering to push in their chairs.  
· Walking in the Hallway:  Students walk quietly in the hallway, not running, pushing, talking, or touching.  It shows respect to other classes when we walk quietly and orderly in the hallway.  If there are any problems, students will walk single file down the hallway, one behind the other.
· Changing Classes:  Walk to your locker and to your next class.  Talking quietly is permitted, but nobody but the person you’re talking too should hear you.
· Chapel Procedures:  Students line up according to the procedure and walk in the hallways according to procedure.  In chapel you do not talk to others around you, but focus on worship.
· Working in Groups:  Everyone participates.  Each person should have a specific job, and then everyone else needs to keep track of each other to make sure the job’s getting done right.  No one person does all the work, and no one person does nothing.
· Labeling Papers:  Always put name in top right corner of your paper, followed by grade, date, then assignment.
· Getting Ready to Go Home:  Students get their planner initialed by the teacher, then they may go get their things ready to go home.  Once ready, students are to sit quietly waiting for the final devotion of the day.  Once students are called for buses or cars, they are to push their chairs in and they may leave.  If chairs are not pushed in, they will lose their chair for a period of time the next day.
· When the phone rings students may continue working, but will remain silent for the duration of the phone call.
