2019 Summer Library Reading Program
Prizes for ALL ages, from birth through adult!
Pre-readers (toddler-Kindergarten):
Parents of our pre-readers will be given a special “log” to record the titles of library books read to their child.  When all ten lines are filled in, they bring it back to the library and the child may select their prize. Five logs may be filled out for each child over the course of the reading program, which begins on June 3 and ends on July 31. A parent can fill out separate sheets for multiple children who sit and listen to one reading.
Graduates of Grades 1 through 6:

These children will be given a reading log on June 3 that can be used as a bookmark. The log will have a group of bubbles with the number ‘10’ inside which will designate each 10 minutes of reading the child does ON THEIR OWN. The number of minutes required to complete each log will vary depending on the grade level of the reader and prize level of the log itself. 
Once the reader has completed his or her log, they can return it to the library to trade it for a prize. There will be different prizes designated for each of the 5 levels of prize logs handed out. Once the reader has completed the Level 1 log and returned it for his or her prize, they will then pick up a Level 2 reading log and begin reading to fill in bubbles. 

After readers have completed all 5 Levels, turning each log in for a prize, they may continue reading. We have Beyond Level 5 logs for all readers that can be filled in the same way. Once those logs are completed, they are placed in a drawing bucket. Names will be drawn out of that bucket after the reading program has ended for additional prizes. In the past couple of years, the Library has made arrangements with the Lyric Theater in Osceola to offer a free movie showing on a designated weekday afternoon. Each child who had a Beyond Level 5 reading log in the drawing bucket was given a certificate for free entrance to the Lyric Theater at that designated date and time, as well as a free small popcorn and bug juice. As of this date, we are not certain whether we will be offering that this summer so please check back. 
RULES:

· Books that can be used toward the number of minutes recorded on reading logs MUST be books checked out from the Osceola Public Library. We encourage reading any book, of course, but by using books checked out from our Library we increase our statistics and ensure funding in future years.

· We also allow electronic books checked out through Bridges or read on Tumblebooks to count towards minutes read for prizes.

Graduates of Grades 7 through 12:

We’re changing things up this year for our Jr. High and High school readers! Instead of completing reading logs, they can come in and pick up a scratch off ticket and see if they’ve won something. If their ticket was not a winner, they can write their name and phone number on the back to be placed in a drawing bucket. At the end of the program, names will be drawn for additional prizes.
RULES:

· No reading required! Just come in and get a ticket.

· One ticket per young adult per day. 

Adults:

Adult readers may also win prizes for reading. And because change is always exciting, we’re changing up the way we do prizes for the adults, too! This year we’re doing BINGO.

Pick up a BINGO sheet at the Circulation Desk. Read a variety books to satisfy the squares to obtain your BINGO. Once you have a BINGO, bring in your sheet to be entered into a drawing!

A special treat will be awarded to the first patron to get a BLACKOUT!
