INFORMATION REGARDING COMPLETION OF STATEMENTS

Note 1  - Signing on behalf of the Building Owner

A person signing the statement of behalf of the owner of the building must have written authority of the owner.  A copy of the written authority must be attached to the Fire Safety Statement when it is submitted to Council. 

Note 2 – Issue of Annual Fire Safety Statements

(a) Each year the owner of a building to which an essential fire safety measure is applicable must cause the Council to be given an annual fire safety statement for the building.

(b) Failure to give an annual fire safety statement to the council within the time prescribed constitutes a separate offence for each week beyond the expiry of that time for which the failure continues. On the spot infringement notices apply.

(c) The assessment and inspection of an essential fire safety measure or building must have been carried out within the period of three months PRIOR to the date on which the annual fire safety statement is issued.

(d) The choice of person to carry out an assessment or inspection is up to the owner of the building.

(c) The person who carries out an assessment must inspect and verify the performance of each fire safety measure being assessed.

Note 3 – Issue of Supplementary Fire Safety Statements

(a) The owner of a building in which a critical fire safety measure is implemented must cause the council to be given periodic supplementary fire safety statements for that measure.  A supplementary fire safety statement for a critical fire safety measure must be given at such intervals (being intervals less than 12 months) as is specified in respect of that measure in the current fire safety schedule for the building. 

(b) Failure to give a supplementary fire safety statement to the council within the time prescribed constitutes a separate offence for each week beyond the expiry of that time for which the failure continues. On the spot infringement notices apply.

(c) The assessment of the critical fire safety measure must have been carried out within the period of one month PRIOR to the date on which the supplementary fire safety statement is issued.

(d) The choice of person to carry out an assessment or inspection is up to the owner of the building. 

(e) The person who carries out an assessment must inspect and verify the performance of each fire safety measure being assessed.

Note 4 

A fire safety statement for the building must be accompanied by the fire safety schedule for the building as provided by Council.

Note 5

As soon as practical after an Annual or Supplementary Fire Safety Statement is issued, the owner of the building to which it relates:

(a) must cause a copy of the statement (together with a copy of the current fire safety schedule) to be given to the Commissioner, Fire & Rescue NSW, Locked Bag 12, Greenacre NSW 2190, and

(b) must cause a further copy of the statement (together with a copy of the current fire safety schedule) to be prominently displayed in the building.

Note 6

Division 7 of Part 9 provides for fire safety offences.  It is an offence not to display the required notice if a buildings fire exits include any fire isolated stairway, passageway or ramp. Fire exits must not be obstructed, doors relating to fire exits must not be interfered with or obstructed and paths of travel must be kept clear.
