The healthcare team uses holistic care for every patient, such as skin to skin therapy for babies in the NICU and letting family visit as frequently as needed.

	After discussing the mission statement with the clinical manager I understood why it is so important for me to agree with the mission statement before accepting a job. Ethical dilemmas could easily arise if one has different views than their workplace. I observed much holistic care in the NICU. Mothers and fathers were able to come and go as they pleased and skin to skin therapy was offered. The nurses encourage mothers to talk to their babies and care is provided to resemble the babies being inutero. On the L&D unit I learned that mothers can have a birthing plan. This uses only measures the mother wants. So if they do not want an IV or if they want to walk the halls until the baby is born they can do so. Care is based on the needs of the patient. I did learn however that some of the nurses found this dangerous and would explain the possible complications of not having a IV, measuring contractions
