Waterworks Rate Policy:
On September 12th, 2012, Council passed a bylaw to fix the rates to be charged for the use and consumption of water and to fix the rates to be charged by way of rent and service charge for the use of the sewer.  
Under the waterworks rate policy bylaw, Schedule “A” lists the water rates, and schedule “B” lists the Sewer rates.  (Both schedules are attached).
In 2015, council has passed a new bylaw to fix the rates to be charges for the use and consumption of water and to fix the rates to be charged by way of rent and service charge for the use of the sewer.  They also implemented an Infrastructure Fee that will be used as a reserve for future water/sewer utility capital works within the Village.  These rates became effective as of January 1, 2016 when the Local Government Committee approved this bylaw. 
Waterworks Capital Investment Strategy:
Objectives:
The objectives of the waterworks capital investment strategy is to continue to provide safe drinking water as required, ensure timely capital investments to protect the infrastructure, and capture any federal and provincial infrastructure funding that may be available for projects in the future.
Capital Projects:

There is a plan in place to install a 6” waterline from the new sub division, crossing under the tracks, and hooking into the pump house.  CP Rail approval is required.  Municipality will pay 50% out of general revenue, and the developer will pay the other 50%.
Sewer works Capital Investment Strategy:
Objectives:

The objective to the sewer works capital investment strategy is to address the repayment of the loan acquired for the new Lagoon built in 2008.
Capital Projects:

In 2017 there are no project plans in place.
