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Overview 
Students will compile all relevant information to create a High School Plan and save their information in their accounts on the California Career Center Web site.

· Classes that would lead to personal success.
· District graduation requirements.

Academic Vocabulary
· Extracurricular: is an activity pursued in addition to a normal course of study.
· Personal Success: can be defined as setting your own goals and then achieving them.
Activity
Students will explore the California Career Center (Career Center) Web site, create a personal account, and complete the online High School Plan.
Getting Ready: 

· Preview the “What’s the Plan?” start-up video (link in Materials section). 

· Review the online resources (links in the Materials section). 

· Visit your high school or district Web site and review the graduation requirements. Make a note of the URL so you can give it to your students.
· Go to the Career Center (link in Materials section) and create a student account (see Student Account Setup handout, p. 6); then familiarize yourself with the High School Plan template.

· Optional: Ask the counseling office if they have a graduation requirements worksheet based on your district’s requirements. If they do not, consider creating one.
· Suggested sequence: In the first class period, setup the topic, review the material, and model student account setup. Either assign the High School Plan as homework or use a second class period to have students complete the High School Plan using computers in the classroom or the computer lab.

Lesson Procedures

1. Introduce the lesson by showing the “What’s the Plan?” start-up video (link in Materials section) and confirm students understand what to expect. Or you can introduce the lesson without the video and inform them they will be completing a personal High School Plan that will be their roadmap to graduation. 
2. Review and discuss with the class the district high school graduation requirements and the state college admissions requirements (links in the Materials section). Are the graduation and admissions requirements the same or different?

a. Provide students with a handout or a link to a Web site that describes the district high school graduation requirements.  

b. Provide a handout or links to Web sites for the California Community College, California State University, and University of California admission requirements (links in Materials section). 
3. Students will need to logon to their Career Center’s “My Stuff” student account (or create one if they do not already have an account). To model this process, follow the procedures on the California Career Center Student Account Setup handout (p. 6). 
4. Once all students are logged into their accounts, have them go to the Web site home page and select “Middle & High School”.
5. Have students scroll down to and select “Creating a Plan for High School and Beyond”. Then have students select “High School Plan”.
6. Review the instructions and section prompts. Instruct students to take time to thoughtfully answer each prompt. Since your students are no longer in middle school, skip the first textbox, “Classes I could take in middle school to help me succeed in high school”. 
7. Ask if students know what extracurricular means—have them define it. Then have students search the school’s Web site to find the extracurricular activities offered at school. With this information, have students complete the last section of the High School Plan. 
8. Upon completion, students will create a PDF of their High School Plan and print three copies: one for you, one for their counselor, and one to keep. 
9. Wrap Up. Tell students that today they created a high school plan that they should treat like their roadmap to graduation. They need to update their high school plan each term and review it with their counselors, teachers, and/or parents or guardians.
10. Remind students to put their work products in the career portfolios whether they are using a paper folder or an online filing system.
Estimated Time 

One to two class sessions
Evaluation 

· Students will use a Career Center account to save and then submit a completed High School Plan. 
Adaptations

· To review local high school graduation and college admissions requirements, have students complete a scavenger hunt of the Career Center at the beginning of the lesson. Use the scavenger hunt worksheet, “High School A–G Course Requirements Scavenger Hunt”. 
· If you do not like the high school plan template in the “My Stuff” account, use a template you prefer. If you use a different template, have students complete it, save it as a PDF and then upload it to the “Documents” section in their “My Stuff” account.

California Career Center Student Account Setup Instructor’s Notes

The step-by-step account setup instructions are in the student handout. 
As the instructor, it is important for you to know that:

· Students can complete the activities on the Career Center using the PDF handouts instead of using the online forms. However, their research and career and college plans will not be saved unless they are logged into an account. Because career and college planning is an ongoing process, having students save their work means they will be able to access it for another class or at a later date.

· A student account can be deleted by selecting “Delete My Profile” on the student’s Profile page. This removes all information related to the account.
· To help your students remember their passwords, you may wish to establish a password convention. Here are two examples: 

· student initial + year + class period [ts2017period1]

· student initial + school’s initials + year  [tsDSH2017]

Instructions for setting up your “My Stuff” account: 

1. Go to the California Career Center at https://www.calcareercenter.org/. 

2. Click on “My Stuff” in the top navigation bar.

3. In the dropdown menu, click on “Profile”.

4. You’re now on the “My Profile” page. Fill in the boxes: 

· E-mail address

· Password

· First Name

· Full School name

· Zip Code (of the school)

· Your grade level

5. Choose your top three reasons for coming to the California Career Center. 
6. At the bottom of the page, click “Submit”.
Note: If at some point you want to delete your account, go to your “Profile” page and select “Delete My Profile”.
