Dear Parent and Student, 


In order to master math concepts, the student must practice and apply them by doing his or her math homework each night.  Homework completion is very important to a student’s success in math.  Failure to complete homework results not only in a poor grade, but also, causes the student to fall further behind in the understanding of mathematical concepts for future math courses.  Research has shown that the more a student does homework, the better the student’s achievement.


A consistent organized place should be set up for homework to be done.  The student may need to be encouraged, motivated, or prompted to do the assigned homework.  One effective way of ensuring its completion is helping the student create a homework schedule.  Parents should refrain from sitting with the student and doing the homework with him or her.  However, parents should encourage the student to explain the processes being practiced in the assignment.   If the student has trouble doing the homework on his or her own, please contact the teacher.  Although there may be exceptions, time spent on math homework should equal approximately twenty to fifty minutes depending on the math course.

 Each homework assignment is worth three points and is checked almost daily.  Three points are awarded to the student if all the problems are attempted with appropriate work shown.  If the student fails to attempt all the problems, a score of two, one, or zero is awarded depending on its completeness.  A student who fails to arrive with his or her homework for the day receives a zero.  Homework papers with no names earn zero points.


If a student does fail to complete a homework assignment, he or she will be expected to complete the missed assignment either at home, in study hall, or in math lab in lieu of doing a fun activity. Partial credit for the missed assignment will be given to the student only during the first semester.  No credit will be given during the second semester in order to get the student ready for eighth grade.  If failure to do homework becomes a frequent occurrence, the student may be required to attend a forty-five minute after school homework session or homework center for an hour. 


If a student is absent, it is the responsibility of the student to pick up the make-up paper located in the student’s mailbox.  The student has at least two days to make up the work.  If you have any questions, please feel free to contact me.
