
CITT-ART PRE-SCREENING SURVEY
The Convergence Insufficiency Treatment Trial – Attention and Reading Trial was designed to find out whether therapy for CI improves reading and attention. If you agree to have your child take part in the study, a computer program will determine whether your child will receive active or control therapy. Two of every 3 children will receive the active therapy. Children who receive the control therapy and don’t get better will be given the opportunity to have active treatment. To help determine if your child may be eligible for the study, please answer the following questions.
