The School Board of Palm Beach County, Florida, met in the Winona Webb Jordan Board Chambers, 3300 Forest Hill Boulevard, West Palm Beach, Florida, on July 27, 2005, at 3:55 p.m.  Board Members present were Vice Chairman William Graham, Monroe Benaim, Paulette Burdick, Mark Hansen, Sandra Richmond and Debra Robinson.  Chairman Thomas Lynch was unable to attend.  Also present were Superintendent Art Johnson, Chief Officer of Administration Gerald Williams, Chief Operating Officer Joe Moore, Chief Academic Officer Ann Killets and Chief Counsel JulieAnn Rico-Allison.

For the Record: Due the absence of Mr. Lynch, a unanimous vote will reflect a vote of 6/0.

Wayne Gent, Assistant Superintendent for Curriculum and Learning Support, reviewed changes made to the Pupil Progression Plan due to the report card revisions.

Board Members discussed the following topics: AIP; Geography; Social Science; World Cultures; Forgiveness Rule; and Promotion Requirements.

Board Members questioned if the District can still receive FTE following the Forgiveness Rule.  Mr. Moore stated that staff will research this and respond as soon as possible.

Dr. Johnson clarified the changes that were made to the Pupil Progression Plan that reflect revisions to report cards. 

Motion to Approve the FY2006 Student Progression Plan: On motion of Hansen/Richmond, the Board approved 4/1 with Robinson dissenting the FY2006 Student Progression Plan effective July 28, 2005 through June 30, 2006.

For the Record: Dr. Robinson stressed that this document is too important to approve with pending revisions.
